The Braves and Falcons
were perennial last-place finish-
ers, the Hawks never quite made
it over the hump as a challenger
to Larry Bird and the Boston
Celtics, and the city didn’t even
have a hockey team.

Still, it’s a tough time to be a
sports fan in Atlanta.

“It was a lousy trip,” Braves
manager Bobby Cox moaned
before heading home. “It’s been a
horrible experience to endure.”
