OKLAHOMA CITY (AP) — All-Star point guard Rus-
sell Westbrook will have surgery to repair cartilage in
his right knee and be out indefinitely, dealing a harsh
blow to the Oklahoma City Thunder’s championship
chances.

General manager Sam Presti said Friday that the
Thunder had not yet scheduled Westbrook’s surgery
and would not have an accurate timeline for his return
until after the procedure was done. No one would rule
out Westbrook’s possible return if Oklahoma City
keeps advancing in the playoffs, and All-Star teammate
Kevin Durant only said his teammates “hope” West-
brook can play again this postseason.

The three-time All-Star was hurt in Game 2 of the
Thunder’s playoff series against Houston on Wednes-
day night. Rookie Patrick Beverley lunged for a steal in
the second quarter and his hip collided with West-
brook’s knee.

Coach Scott Brooks claimed after Westbrook
missed practice Thursday that Westbrook would be
“fine tomorrow,” but the team found out differently Fri-
day morning.
