season will be SDSU senior run-
ning back Kyle Minett, who was
named to the preseason team.

Minett was one of 20 players
named to the preseason watch
list for the 2010 Walter Payton
Award, given to the top FCS
offensive player. The Ruthton,
Minn. native has posted back-to-
back 1,000-yard rushing seasons
and enters the 2010 season
fourth on the SDSU all-time rush-
ing yards list with 3,069.

“We’ll lean on him in every
category you can lean on,”
Stiegelmeier said. “One of the
things you won’t see is his lead-
ership; it’s tremendous. He’ll
make people better, not because
he competes hard, but because
he’s a leader.”

Commissioner Address
Potential Changes

At the end of Monday’s tele-
conference, Missouri Valley
Football Conference comissioner
Patty Viverito addressed two spe-
cific topics in detail, the expan-
sion of the FCS playoffs and the
Summit League’s ongoing football
feasability study.

Yet, it was the second topic

that drew the most discussion.
Specifically because it could

potentially affect the University
of South Dakota’s football pro-
gram — which enters year three
at the FCS level this fall.

In June, the Summit League
announced it would undertake a
study to potentially add football
as a league-sponsored sport. The
study has begun this summer
and is expected to be completed
within the next year.

Viverito said the MFVC has,
and will continue to, cooperated
with the study in a “transparent”
fashion, and that both sides have
engaged in “open and frank dis-
cussions about what’s best for
FCS football.”

Still, the commissioner was
quick to point out that though
“nothing’s off the table,” she’s
happy with the current nine-
member core in the MVFC.

“Nine’s a beautiful number for
a football league, it gives you
four home and four away
(games), and the geography is
somewhat reasonable,” Viverito
said. “To move beyond nine,
there are positives and negatives.

“There are some real obvious
possibilities for people looking at
conference alignment.”

Though USD has already been
admitted to the Summit League
in all sports except football start-
ing in 2011-12, its football pro-
gram competes in the five-mem-
ber Great West Conference.

If the Summit League was to
add football, that would give the
conference three current foot-
ball-playing members (North
Dakota State, South Dakota State
and Western Illinois) and one
future member (USD). Leagues
need six members in order to
automatically qualify for a post-
season berth.

The next logical question
would be: Would the Missouri
Valley consider a merger with
the Summit League?

Asked about the potential for
MVFC expansion, Viverito was
frank in her response, saying,
“We haven’t talked about expan-
sion, not since we admitted
(NDSU) and (SDSU).”

“There are external factors
developing in the Midwest, and
we need to be cognizant of that,”
the commissioner added.

Viverito pointed out that
when NDSU and SDSU were
admitted to the league in 2008,
they did so with the commitment
to remain in the Missouri Valley
until 2015 “at a minimum.”

“If expanding Missouri Valley
alignment is helpful or produc-
tive, then we might consider
that,” she said.

that elusive Super Bowl.
"I always feel good. This is fun to me. I don't dread

it," he said of camp. "I just come here and have fun.
My mind's clear. I'm having fun. I've got all my boys
here."

He came close to his first Super Bowl last season,
when the Vikings lost to the New Orleans Saints in
the NFC title game. Williams said earlier last season
that if the Vikings won the Super Bowl he would
retire.

So here he is again, starting his sixth season in
Minnesota.

"It's time to finish it. Basically we didn't finish it
last year," he said. "We're going to start it here and
we're going to finish it this year. That's our plan, to
not come in second place like we did last year."

Pat Williams will turn 38 in October, but he still
carries himself like a kid on the practice fields, laugh-
ing and joking with his teammates and chattering
constantly with the rest of one of the most feared
defensive lines in football. And he isn't showing many
signs of slowing down physically, still one of the most
formidable run-stuffers in the league and a true side-
line-to-sideline player despite his considerable bulk.

"Pat, he's a unique dude," defensive coordinator
Leslie Frazier said. "He can play a little above his play-
ing weight, whatever it is, and still be effective. His
attitude and his demeanor has a lot to with his suc-
cess.

"Eighteen pounds lighter? Maybe. I don't know."
