USD’s Cain Set To Play In Latvia
VERMILLION — The University of South Dakota’s Tyler

Cain has signed a contract to play for VEF Riga of the Baltic
Basketball League in Latvia. Cain leaves tomorrow to join
the squad.

“This all came together kind of quick,” Cain said. “It’s a
lot of feelings. I’m excited about it and excited to be playing
basketball. I have a job to do now and that’s go play hard.”

Founded in 2004, the BBL is divided into the Elite divi-
sion and the Challenge Cup division. The 10 strongest
Baltic clubs participate in the Elite division, while the rest
compete in the Challenge Cup. VEF Riga, located in the city
of Riga in the middle of the country, went 8-10 last season
to finish sixth in the Elite Division.

“VEF Riga is a well-established team that is expected to
do well each season,” Cain said. “It’s going to be a new
experience playing with a new team, but hopefully I can find
a way to help the team and adapt to how they play. I want
to be a successfully player and help them win.”

Cain notched one of the best all-around seasons in
USD history as a senior in 2009-10. He earned Great West
Conference Player of the Year, GWC Defensive Player of the
Year and first-team All-GWC honors while leading the
Coyotes to a 22-10 overall record and 11-1 in the confer-
ence. 

USD won the GWC regular season and tournament to
qualify for the CollegeInsider.com Postseason Tournament.
Cain led the team in points (14.7), rebounds (10.4), blocks
(3.0) and steals (1.5) while scoring in double figures in 27
games with 14 double-doubles.

A native of Rochester, Minn., Cain became the second
player in USD men’s basketball history with 1,000 career
points and 1,000 career rebounds. He finished 11th on
USD’s scoring chart with 1,390 points, second in rebound-
ing (1,088) and eighth in steals (184). He owns USD’s
career blocked shots record with 361 and also set the top
four single-season marks in the category. He notched 36
career double-doubles in 115 starts.

Cain graduated from USD in May with a bachelor’s
degree in recreation, and earned GWC Academic All-
Conference honors twice.

SDSU Soccer Picked Second In
Summit League Preseason Poll

ELMHURST, Ill. — After winning the regular season
conference title last season and taking second place in the
2009 League Championship, the South Dakota State
women's soccer team was picked to finish second in the
Summit League preseason poll as voted on by the league's
10 head coaches Friday.  

The 2009 Summit League Champion IUPUI was select-
ed as the preseason favorite with five first-place votes and
75 points. SDSU came in second with 71 points and two
first-place votes. North Dakota State came in third with 69
points and three first-place votes. Oakland and Western
Illinois rounded out the top five with 57 and 49 points,
respectively.  

The Jacks won last season's Summit League regular
season title, but lost to IUPUI 4-1 in the Summit League
Championship. The Jacks finished the season with a 11-7-2
record including a 7-2 record in the Summit League.  

Led by head coach Lang Wedemeyer, the Jacks return
all but one of the 2009 squad including first team all-league
selection Kaitlin Justice and second team honorees
Stéphanie Bérubé and Kayla Braffet.

McNabb went 5 for 8 for 58
yards in two series Friday night
and hit first-year player Anthony
Armstrong for a 4-yard touch-
down in the Redskins’ 42-17 win
over the mistake-ridden Bills. It
was a first-glimpse preseason
game that shows Washington’s
new coach Mike Shanahan is
quite a bit further along than
Buffalo’s new coach Chan Gailey.

It’s been a little over four
months since the Easter Sunday
trade that brought McNabb to
the Redskins, and it’s still a jar-
ring sight to see No. 5 in some-
thing other than a Philadelphia
Eagles uniform. After a couple of
wayward throws on his first
series, he went 4 for 5 for 47
yards on his second drive and
showed he still has some speed
in his 33-year-old legs by scram-
bling to convert a third-and-1.

“When you play your first
game, obviously, with a new ball-
club, it takes you back to the
first game you played,” McNabb
said. “Your adrenaline is high,
and you have to settle down a lit-
tle bit. The second time we went
out, after our first drive, it led to
us putting up some points. Then
good things happen. There are a
lot of things we have to work on,

but I thought offensively we were
able to progress.”

McNabb’s favorite target was
tight end Chris Cooley, who
caught three passes for 33 yards
— a surefire harbinger of the reg-
ular season, especially with the
Redskins still trying to figure out
their receiver corps. McNabb’s
last throw was the TD to
Armstrong, who has made a sur-
prisingly strong case for a roster
spot.

Clinton Portis, with more
competition than usual at camp,
got more than his usual work for
a first preseason game, carrying
six times for 22 yards. Brandon
Banks, an undrafted rookie
receiver from Kansas State listed
at 5-foot-7, made some look-at-

me noise with a dynamic 77-yard
punt return down the right side-
line for a touchdown in the third
quarter.

Haynesworth, who has ended
up on the short end of a months-
long showdown with Shanahan,
skipped offseason workouts
because he wanted a trade. He
wasn’t allowed to practice at
camp until passing a condition-
ing test. He aced the test on the
10th day of camp and was told
by coaches he’ll have to play

with the reserves until he earns
a spot back in the starting line-
up.

HOF Welcomes 2 Great Olympic Champs
SPRINGFIELD, Mass. (AP) —

Larry Bird stopped just short of call-
ing the Dream Team the best squad
ever assembled.

With the talent standing behind
him, he wouldn’t get much argument
if he had.

The members of the 1992
Olympic champions joined him on
stage Friday as they were inducted
into the Naismith Memorial
Basketball Hall of Fame. Michael
Jordan, Magic Johnson and the rest
of the famed squad were Bird’s team-
mates in his last competitive games,
a powerful and popular group widely
credited for the growth of interna-
tional basketball.

“Pretty good way to go out, win-
ning the gold medal,” Bird said.

Fighting a bad back and nearing
retirement, Bird had to be talked into
playing in Barcelona by Johnson, his
friend and a rival since their college
days.

“I called your butt up and I said
you’re going to play, we need this
thrill one more time,” Johnson said.

Their predecessors from the
1960 Olympics, a group led by Oscar
Robertson and Jerry West, also were
enshrined during the ceremony at
Symphony Hall. Dream Teamers
Scottie Pippen and Karl Malone
were inducted as individuals.

Pippen opened his acceptance
speech by praising Jordan, his fel-
low six-time NBA champion from
the Chicago Bulls for being “the
best teammate.”

“MJ, you have touched so many
people’s lives, but none quite like
mine,” Pippen said.

A little-known player from
Central Arkansas when the Bulls
got him in 1987, Pippen was the
first player inducted. With Jordan
standing nearby on stage as his pre-
senter, Pippen said he would “cher-
ish their relationship forever.”

“Who knew that No. 23 would be
here 23 years later presenting me to
the Naismith Basketball Hall of
Fame?” Pippen said.

The presenter does not speak,
and Jordan also didn’t speak when
the Dream Team assembled on
stage. His remarks last year during
his enshrinement speech drew
some criticism after he singled out
individuals whose slights had pro-
vided him with motivation.

Malone struggled with his emo-
tions throughout his speech, espe-
cially at the end when he recalled
his mother, saying she had died
seven years ago Friday.

“I’m here because of her,” he
said.
