this special,” Meierkort said. “The Dome’s a
great place for us; we’re 31-3 in here. It’s not
something we get to do very often, but we
practice very well in here.”

Meierkort said allowing the players to
practice inside not only gets them away from
the heat, but it allows them to get a different
feel from the usual grass.

Plus, the intensity is turned up because
the team is inside its true home, according to
Williams.

“It’s like coach has been saying, when we
come in here, there’s just a different feeling,”
the former Hanson prep standout said. “We
maybe play a little faster, plus things are
turned up a little more.”

Including Friday afternoon’s session,
USD will hold 14 more practices before open-

ing its season Sept. 4 at Central Florida.
Today (Saturday), the team will run

through a 50-play scrimmage at 9 a.m.

Defensive Changes
One of the USD’s biggest strengths last

season, the defensive line, will have a signifi-
cant different look in 2010.

Gone from that 3-4 front are Abe Booker,
Wayne Curry, reserve Joey White and current
NFL player Ko Quaye. Still, Meierkort was
quick Friday to praise the progression of the
group figuring to see time on the line this fall.

Junior Jesse Weisbrod has been seeing
the majority of snaps in fall camp at the
defensive tackle, while junior Evan Capper
has impressed at nose tackle and junior
Sidney Bazemore has “waited his turn” for
time at defensive end.

“We’ve got some depth there, just not a
ton of game experience,” Meierkort. “But
we’ll get that in our first two games.”

The seventh-year coach said the team
will rotate many different players in various
positions during USD’s Sept. 4 game at
Central Florida and Sept. 11 contest at
Minnesota — both guarantee games against

Football Bowl Subdivision (FBS) foes.
Another defensive area that will see new

faces will be at cornerback and outside line-
backer. Junior transfer Marquis Butler and
redshirt freshman Demetrius Turner figure to
start at the two corner spots, while junior
Andrew Meier and sophomore Elliott Harper
have impressed at outside linebacker.

The Coyotes have also adjusted to new
defensive coordinator Chuck Morrell, who
was previously at the University of Sioux
Falls.

“The defense is really catching on to
coach Morrell,” Williams said. “We knew
things might be a little rocky at first, but as
the days go by, we’re getting better and bet-
ter. The way he teaches the game, guys are
starting to catch on and get adjusted.”

At inside linebacker, USD returns starters
Williams and Bloomfield, Neb. native Adam
Broders (Jr.). The Coyotes also bring back
starters Shane Potter (Jr.) at strong safety
and Jim Thompson (Jr.) at free safety.

“It’s nice having Adam with me, we came
in together and have played a ton next to
each other,” Williams said. “Guys are step-
ping up and making plays all over the field.
I’m excited to see what we can do.”

Serena Williams withdrew from the U.S. Open on
Friday, saying she still is recovering from surgery to
repair cuts on her right foot.

The top-ranked Williams has won three titles at
Flushing Meadows, part of her 13 Grand Slam singles
championships, the most among active women. Last
year, she lost in the U.S. Open semifinals after a
tirade at a line judge over a foot-fault call, an out-
burst that drew a record fine.

“It is with much frustration and deep sadness that
I am having to pull out of the U.S. Open,” Williams
said in a statement released by her publicist.

She is the first No. 1 woman to miss the U.S. Open
since the rankings began in 1975, according to the
U.S. Tennis Association.
