WR Camarillo Caught Off Guard By Trade

MINNEAPOLIS (AP) — Just two
days ago, the only time Greg
Camarillo figured to be spending in
Minnesota was when his Miami
Dolphins play here in September.

Now he lives here.

The Vikings acquired Camarillo
in a trade on Wednesday for corner-
back Benny Sapp. Minnesota is hop-
ing the shifty slot receiver can help
add depth to a corps that is deplet-
ed with Sidney Rice’s hip injury and
Percy Harvin's migraines.

“It’s hard,” Camarillo said after a
practice at the Metrodome on
Thursday. “It’s incredibly difficult
because South Florida was home.
I've moved. I've left that behind. I'm
just excited to be out here playing
football.”

Camarillo was an unknown com-
ing out of Stanford in 2006. He spent
one season with San Diego before
going to the Dolphins. Despite tear-
ing an ACL in 2008, Camarillo has
rebounded to catch 105 passes for
1,165 yards and two touchdowns in
the last two seasons.

He was targeted 73 times last
season and did not drop a pass, an
impressive level of consistency that
made him attractive to the Vikings,
who have a dearth of proven pro-

ducers at receiver.

“I've said it about a thousand
times, a receiver by definition
should receive,” coach Brad
Childress said. “He’s got A-plus
hands. If you put a ball around him,
he’s got great ‘pluck’ characteris-
tics.”

The Vikings sure need all the
pluck they can get. Rice, who led
the team in receiving and earned a
Pro Bowl berth last year, will likely
miss the first half of the season after
having hip surgery on Monday.

Harvin, the reigning offensive
rookie of the year, has only partici-
pated in six practices this presea-
son while struggling with migraines.
He missed practice again on
Thursday while having some more
tests done and Childress said he
will not play until doctors have
cleared him.

The Vikings signed free agent
Javon Walker on Tuesday, hoping
the veteran can regain the form that
made him a feared deep threat in
his early days with Green Bay and
Denver. Then they added Camarillo
on Wednesday as insurance in case
Harvin continues to miss time with
his headaches.

Despite some evidence to the
contrary, the guys who run college
football can count.

So although there will be 12
teams in the Big Ten Conference by
2012 — and 10 teams in the Big 12
Conference, for that matter —
don’t be distracted. That’s not the
kind of math they get worked up
over.

What they worry about instead
is how many more zeros can
squeeze onto the TV rights checks.
That’s the reason college football
looks like a garage sale at the
moment.

Everything from longtime con-
ference loyalties to rivalry games
that stretch back a century has a
tag attached to it as conferences
bulk up to make themselves more
attractive and forceful presences in
a national championship picture
that isn’t fully developed.

People in the Midwest would
argue there’s no way to put a value
on the Michigan-Ohio State game,
but they’re wrong.

It’s a rite of fall in these parts, a
game that’s been played more than
100 times, usually as the culmina-
tion of the regular season and often
with something beyond civic pride
on the line. But making it just like
any other game on any other fall
weekend helps clear the way for
realignment and a championship
game in the Big Ten — which, with
a full house on hand and a healthi-
er TV sports market, could add

something like $10 million a year to
the conference’s bottom line.

“We've had those debates. It’s a
good one,” Commissioner Jim
Delany told the Chicago Tribune
earlier this week. “The question is
whether you want to confine a
game that's one of the greatest
rivalries of all time to a divisional
game.”

The answer is almost certainly
yes, though Delany won’t say so
yet.

“We have not discussed this
with our TV partners,” he said.

But just like all the other confer-
ence commissioners scurrying to
extend their reach, he knows the
day is coming. The Big Ten was
already at 11 teams before it made
a successful pitch to add Nebraska,
which will require expanding to
two divisions and adding the cham-
pionship game in the bargain.

The most likely realignment sce-
nario involves putting the historic
rivals in different divisions, then
having them play in the middle of
the regular season rather than at
the end. That way, if they meet in
the championship game, it won'’t
feel as much like a rematch.

Never mind that few champi-
onship games are as memorable as
even the clunkers Michigan and
Ohio State have played over the
years. When pressed, most coach-
es would concede they view cham-
pionship games as necessary evils;
they’re the price a team pays so
that its conference keeps a seat at
the table for the Bowl
Championship Series postseason
galas.
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similarities and on-field success.

Nebraska could use a new rival,
too. The Huskers are leaving
behind Big 12 schools like
Oklahoma, Kansas and Missouri
that they've played for decades.

“Because Nebraska is new,
there’s a lot of discussion about
how that would play out. And I
think because we're a border state,
[ think it would be a terrific rival
right out of the gate,” Barta said.
“But none of that’s been finalized
yet.”

Barta said the Big Ten is down
to “two or three” division models,
which are based on competitive
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fairness and traditional rivalries.
Barta declined to give a timeline for
when the Big Ten will announce the
model it’s selected, but he said it
shouldn’t take too long because
schools have to start planning for
2011.

“No matter how we slice this, no
matter how we set it up, it isn’t
going to be exactly the same for
every school. It's not going to be
perfect. That's something we real-
ized early on,” Barta said. “But I'm
very comfortable it’s going to be
great for the conference, and I'm
very comfortable that it's going to
be a great setup for lowa.”
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But no one ever looked at
Michigan-Ohio State that way. The
lore that grew up around the game
was testimony to that. Play it twice
ayear, even if the second time is for
the league championship, and plen-
ty of the air leaks out of both.

Just so nobody at Michigan or
Ohio State takes it personally, sev-
eral of the Big Ten’s rivalry or tro-
phy games likely will get lost in the
same shuffle.

To be fair, it’s possible the cur-
rent conference shape-shifting will
produce dividends. Chances of a
real playoff will go up, the quality of
the product will go up and the

money paid out — what college
football is really about these days
— will go up, up and up.
