The purpose of this notice is to identify two separate but related actions to

be taken by the City of Yankton.

On or about September 16, 2010, the City of Yankton will request the

Governor’s Office of Economic Development (GOED) to release Federal

Funds under Title I of the Housing and Community Development Act of

1974, as amended (PL-97-35) for the following project:

Gehl Drive Expansion Project

Yankton, South Dakota

Total Project Cost of Approximately $300,000

It has been determined that such request for release of funds will not con-

stitute an action significantly affecting the quality of the human environ-

ment and accordingly the City of Yankton has decided not to prepare an

Environmental Impact Statement under the National Environmental

Policy Act of 1969 (PL 91-190).

The reason for such decision not to prepare such Statement is as follows:

The project will not significantly affect the environment.

An Environmental Review Record of the project has been made by the

City of Yankton that documents the environmental review of the project

and more fully sets forth the reasons why such a Statement is not required.

This Environmental Review Record is on file at the above address and is

available for public examination and copying upon request at the City of

Yankton office between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m. No further

Environmental Review of this project is proposed prior to the request for

release of Federal funds.

All interested agencies, groups, and persons disagreeing with this decision

are invited to submit written comments for consideration by the City of

Yankton to the office of the undersigned.  Comments should specify

which notice - Finding of No Significant Impact or Intent to Request

Release of Funds - is being addressed.  Such written comments will be

received at the City of Yankton on or before September 14, 2010.

All comments received will be considered and the City of Yankton will

not request the release of Federal funds or take any administrative action

on the project prior to the date specified in the preceding sentence.

The City of Yankton will undertake the project described herein with

Community Development Block Grant funds from the Governor's Office

of Economic Development under Title I of the Housing and Community

Development Act of 1974.  The City of Yankton is certifying to the

Governor's Office of Economic Development that the City of Yankton

and the Chief Executive Officer or other Certifying Officer approved by

the Governor's Office of Economic Development in his official capacity as

Project Environmental Officer consent to accept the jurisdiction of the

Federal courts if an action is brought to enforce responsibilities in relation

to environmental reviews, decision-making and action; and that these

responsibilities have been satisfied.  The legal effect of the certification is

that upon its approval the City of Yankton may use Block Grant Funds.

The action of the City allows the State, HUD and EPA to satisfy their

responsibilities under the National Environmental Policy Act of 1969.

The Governor's Office of Economic Development will accept an objection

to its approval only if it is based on one of the following points:

a) That the certification was not in fact executed by the environ-

mental certifying officer or other officer of applicant approved by

the GOED, or

b) That applicant's environmental review record for the project

indicates omission of a required decision, finding, or step applica-

ble to the project in the environmental review process.  Objections

may be addressed to the Governor's Office of Economic

Development, Community Development Block Grant Program,

711 East Wells Avenue, Pierre, South Dakota, 57501-3369.

Objections to the release of funds on bases other than those stated above

will not be considered by the GOED.  No objections received after

September 30, 2010 will be considered by the State.

“I had a couple really
bad years,” said Gabriel,
who resigned as agriculture
secretary in March 2007.
“We spent too much trying
to get people there and
doing some things, so now
we’ve learned from that.”

Financing wasn’t the
only uncertainty. There
were multiple format
changes in the past 15
years. Organizers tried fairs
lasting nine, eight or seven
days and opening dates in
late July or the Saturday
before Labor Day.

Attendance with the cur-
rent five-day schedule and
Labor Day finale has grown
annually from 133,000 in
2006 to 162,000 last year.
The 2005 eight-day fair that
ended after Labor Day drew
158,000 people. Attendance
was only 108,717 for the
2001 seven-day fair that
began July 30.

“There’s some consisten-
cy there now,” said Hertel.
“People have stopped scru-
tinizing it for moving the
dates and times around.”

Adult daily admission
fees have held steady at $5
since 2005 and youth tickets
are up a dollar to $3 daily,
but the fair is charging
more for daily camping,
parking, beer and ice.

Last year’s fair took in
$306,862 from admissions,
$223,663 from camping fees,
$237,461 from grandstand
ticket sales, and $195,282
from beer sales. Its budget
for the fiscal year ending
June 30, 2011 is $2.3 million,
which includes $300,000 in
general fund money from
the state.
