The hectic schedule the past
month and the upcoming sched-
ule may have played a role in him
feeling “rough,” Ellison said.

He competed in the World
Target Championships in Italy in
early July, then came to Yankton
for the World Outdoor Archery
Festival last week, and will head
directly to Ogden, Utah, for the
third stage of the World Cup.

“Right now, it’s been hard to
push and push in all these tour-
naments,” he said. “But the good
thing is, it’s all building toward
something. [ wouldn’t trade it for
anything.”

For Khatuna Lorig, Sunday
proved to be about luck, she
said.

“I was shooting pretty confi-

dent out there, but it makes a big
difference how lucky you are,”
said Lorig, a 37-year-old native of
the country of Georgia. “You can
shoot a high score one time and
then do a 21 or 22, it just de-
pends.

“I was just happy to do this
well.”

One of the world’s premier fe-
male shooters, Lorig will be mak-
ing her first appearance in the
Pan American Games. She has
the rare distinction of represent-
ing three countries in the
Olympic Games, former Soviet
Union (1992), Georgia (1996) and
the United States (2000, 2008).

“The last time I didn’t make
the team for the Pan Am, so [ was
hoping that wouldn’t happen
again,” she said. “This one will be
special for me.”
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
