A Chicago native, Schrage di-
rected a dramatic turnaround in
his home state during a three-year
run at Northern Illinois from 2000-
02. After inheriting a team that was
4-51 the year before he arrived,
Schrage’s squad turned in a 20-
game improvement with a 24-33
record in his first season and then
led the Huskies to a winning sea-
son in 2001 with a 28-27 overall
mark. He was named runner-up for
National Coach of the Year by Col-
legiate Baseball Newspaper in
2000.

Schrage began his collegiate
coaching career as a graduate as-
sistant under his predecessor at
Notre Dame, Paul Mainieri, at St.
Thomas University (Fla.) in 1984.
He later returned to his alma
mater, Creighton University (Neb.),
as an assistant coach for two sea-
sons.

From 1986-87, Schrage coached
the Queensland Rams club team in

Brisbane, Australia, before return-
ing stateside as he gained his first
head coaching job at Waldorf Col-
lege in Forest City, Iowa. From
1988-90 he led the junior college
program to a 61-66 mark.

Schrage then spent nine sea-
sons as head coach at the Univer-
sity of Northern Iowa, where he
was named Missouri Valley Confer-
ence Coach of the Year in 1995 and
1997. His teams improved from two
league victories in UNI’s first sea-
son in the MVC in 1992 to 18 dur-
ing the 1997 campaign.

As a collegiate player, Schrage
was an all-conference outfielder at
Creighton, batting .400 as a junior
and .433 his senior season. He also
was an Academic All-America hon-
oree during his senior campaign in
1983, and graduated that spring
with a bachelor of science degree
in finance. Schrage was honored
on the MVC’s Centennial Celebra-
tion baseball team and is the only
person in league history to earn
all-conference honors and be
named MVC Coach of the Year in
baseball.
