1998 - Kevin and Lisa Opsahl purchased the funeral home from Laddie and Pam Kostel. Kevin had joined the firm in 1991 and worked with Laddie until the
time of purchase. Kevin has served on the Board of Directors of the International Order of the Gold Rule (2005-2012) and has
served as President in 2010-2011. The International Order of the Golden Rule (OGR) serves the needs of the independent
funeral home by providing the resources, tools and information needed to succeed and grow. Opsahl-Kostel Funeral Home and
Crematory has been a member of OGR since 1986.
