
Once they got to the camp,
Coleman said Keller was too ad-
vanced for what they were teach-
ing and offered for him and Flores
to work with Roger after the regu-
lar camp sessions.

“I really liked the way Roger
taught us. He would work with us
in groups and then we would take
turns,” Flores said. “If you paid at-
tention and watched him, you
knew what you were doing when it
was your turn. The more you do it,
the better you get at it.”

While at the camp, Flores
learned how to use a speed bag
and after making care packages for
runaway and homeless kids, both
Flores and Keller said they learned
the importance of giving back to
the community, no matter where
life takes you.

Zimiga said that having the op-
portunity to attend the camp and
train with Roger was a chance that

most people, especially in South
Dakota, don’t get.

“It was huge that they were able
to go and train with some of the
best boxers in the world,” he said.
“Floyd Mayweather is one of the
best fighters in the world right now
and Roger is an amazing trainer.”

Despite the dangers of boxing,
Flores’ mother Sandra said every-
one has their own passion they
need to follow.

“I think it’s good for the kids. I
think we all find what we like and if
(Javier) likes it, I don’t have a prob-
lem with it,” she said. “There’s a lot
of people that believe it’s danger-
ous and they don’t like it. I don’t
like seeing him get beat, but I’ll
support him.”

Bobby said every sport has its
own dangers, but boxing has
taught Austin self-control, focus
and how to control his temper,
which has been tested a few times.

“When they start boxing at 8
years old, they have to sign with
the National Boxing Association
and enroll. If they get into a fight,
they have to go in front of the na-
tional committee to see if they can
even stay in boxing,” she said.

“The only downside is that he has
kids trying to start fights with him
to see how much he knows. He’s
pretty good about just walking
away. People don’t realize how big
a difference is between throwing a
punch and throwing a trained
punch.”

Both boxers hope to continue
boxing for a long time, but because
of the limited resources in the
Yankton area, they are forced to
travel to other states to get fights.
The closest cities Keller and Flores
travel to fight are Omaha, Neb.,
and Rapid City.

Rose graduated from Nebraska
and says the Huskers are his sec-
ond-favorite team in every college
sport. But he has been critical of
Cook for not bringing the Huskers
to State College, Pa., in their pre-Big
Ten days, and in 2008 Rose refused
to grant a release to a player who
wanted to transfer to Nebraska.

“Russ and I — I wouldn’t say
we’re best friends, but we have a
good relationship,” Cook said. “It’s
hot and cold. It’s like dating.”

The Huskers lost three All-
Americans from last year’s 29-3
team that lost at Washington in the

NCAA regional semifinals. But they
have back first-team All-American
Brooke Delano, Big 12 defensive
player of the year Hannah Werth
and the Big 12 newcomer of the
year in setter Lauren Cook.

“But over a third of our team is
new, has never played for Ne-
braska, and three-quarters of my
coaching staff is new,” he said.

The schedule is another adjust-
ment. The Big Ten puts conference
matches on back-to-back nights,
different from the Wednesday-Sat-
urday schedule in the Big 12.

“Once you finish that Friday
night match, 22 hours later you’ve
got another tough match and
you’ve traveled in between,” Cook
said, “so emotionally how are we
going to figure that out. We’re
going to have to play at a very
even keel so we’re not way up or

way down.”
Big Ten teams will face a major

challenge playing at the Nebraska
Coliseum. The Huskers are 210-14
at the 4,030-seat Coliseum since
1990 and have sold out 149 consec-
utive matches since 2001.

Cook said he’s noticed a surge
in fan enthusiasm with the move to
the Big Ten. In 2014, the Huskers
will move to the Devaney Sports
Center, which will seat 7,000 for
volleyball.

“The Big Ten teams coming to
Nebraska are going to raise our
crowd up,” Cook said. “Playing
these teams, maybe they fit better
with who Nebraska is for volley-
ball. There’s going to be great rival-
ries, it’s going to increase
attendance. We’re making a great
conference a super conference for
volleyball.”

JOHNS CREEK, Ga. (AP) —
Steve Stricker stood a mere 10 feet
away from the lowest round ever
in a major, a captivating moment
at any other championship.

Not this one.
Not with U.S. Open champion

Rory McIlroy, the favorite at this
PGA, trying to blast a 7-iron
through a tree root. He injured his
wrist so badly that he thought of
quitting, yet somehow managed an
even-par 70 despite not being able
to hang onto the club with both
hands.

And not with Tiger Woods look-
ing like a 14-time major champion
for five holes, only to finish 14
shots out of the lead after stum-
bling through the sand and posting
a 77, his second-worst score ever
in a major.

Already a memorable year in
the majors, it looks like the PGA
Championship wants a piece of the
action.

On a sweat-stained Thursday at
Atlanta Athletic Club, Stricker be-
came the 11th player in PGA Cham-
pionship history to shoot 63. He
opened with three straight birdies
and kept right on going until he
stood on the cusp of history with-
out even knowing it.

Only after his birdie putt for 62
slid by the cup did his caddie,
Jimmy Johnson, tell him that it was
for the record in a major.

“It never really registered,”
Stricker said. “I was just trying to
make a birdie and finish 8 under,
and I really was concentrating on
the putt, but never thought about
the history part of it.”

He never thought he could be
atop the leaderboard, either. After
three days of practice on the 7,467-
yard course — the longest par 70
ever at a major — Stricker didn’t
have a good feeling about his
chances. His money would have
been on his Wisconsin neighbor,
Jerry Kelly, and he wasn’t too far
off.

Kelly had a career-best 65 in the
PGA Championship and was two
shots behind. Completing the
American foursome atop the
leaderboard was former PGA cham-
pion Shaun Micheel at 66, and Scott
Verplank with a 67, perhaps the
biggest surprise of the day because
Verplank has been battling a wrist
injury.

For the longest time, it looked
as though he would have company
in physical therapy.

The 22-year-old McIlroy showed

his age, if not his fearless style, by
taking a shot out of the left rough
on the third hole, even though his
ball sat squarely behind a 2-inch
wide tree root. He let the club fly
from his hands on contact, but it
was too late.

The ball only went about 20
yards behind more trees, and McIl-
roy immediately began shaking his
right hand. Before long, he noticed
swelling by the wrist, and a throb-
bing that stretched all the day up
to his shoulder.

"It was dangerous," McIlroy con-
ceded. "In hindsight, it would have
been better to chip out sideways. I
still made 5. Yeah, it was a shot that
I felt like, if I took it on and pulled it
off, it could have saved me a shot."

It nearly cost him the rest of the
week.

McIlroy put an ice compress on
his wrist, then summoned a physi-
cal therapist. He thought about
withdrawing, but pressed on,
flinching and flexing his wrist and
making just enough putts for a re-
markable round of 70.

He was scheduled for tests
Thursday night, but felt confident
about playing the second round if
he could be assured he couldn't do
anything to make it worse.
