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Miami Trustee Chair Says School Backs Shalala

CORAL GABLES, Fla. (AP) — The chairman of Miami’s board of trustees says university president Donna Shalala has
taken “a strong position” about the investigation into the Hurricanes’ football program

Leonard Abess's letter to the university community was released late Friday night. It says it's “especially important that
the alleged misconduct not overshadow our current leadership and institutional values.”

The Hurricanes are under NCAA investigation because of claims brought by former booster and convicted Ponzi scheme
architect Nevin Shapiro, who says he provided cash, cars, prostitutes and gifts to 72 players from 2002 through 2010.

In an interview that was posted online Friday by Miami's student newspaper, The Miami Hurricane, Shalala said she
plans to remain at the school “for a long time.”

Coach Resigns

JAMESTOWN, N.D. (AP) — Jamestown College
wrestling coach Cisco Cole has resigned about three
weeks after he fired a gun during a domestic dispute at
his home.

Cole, 34, submitted his resignation on Thursday, say-
ing he did not want to be a distraction to the men’s and
women'’s wrestling teams, The Jamestown Sun reported
(http://bit.ly/pmtXDg ).

“Clearly, this was going to continue to be a distraction
to both of the teams and this school and instead of having
this constantly hanging over everybody’s head, | chose to
remove myself and hope now everyone can move for-
ward,” he said.

Cole said he was not pressured to quit and thanked
the school for continuing to support him even after he
pleaded guilty to disorderly conduct. College President
Robert Badal said earlier that the school believed Cole
had responded appropriately to the situation.

Police said Cole and his wife had been arguing July 26

when he picked up a rifle and fired it into a bedroom ceil-
ing. No one was hurt, but his two children, ages 1 and 2,
were in the home at the time.

“I'm thankful that the truth came out in that there was
no felony, no endangerment of my children. But | take full
responsibility for the mistake | made,” he said. “It was a
severe error in judgment. It's not something | am going to
forget, nor should I. I have to live with the consequences.”

Cole had been the men’s head coach since 2007. He
helped start the women'’s program last year.

“We thank Cisco for his years of commitment to
Jamestown College and wish him well as he pursues other
interests,” Athletic Director Lawrie Paulson said.

used to detect HGH, wants to re-
view the information before agree-
ing to any test. Officials from the
NFL, which has pushed for HGH
testing since 2008, said they were
surprised at the union’s reluctance
to sign off on the testing. The HGH
test has been available and widely
accepted by scientists and

“To go through an entire two-
year-plus period where there was
no discussion concerning the accu-
racy of the test, then suddenly, to
see discussions about the test and
the science arise in the last 24
hours of negotiations, it does not
seem to be based on concern for
the facts,” said Adolpho Birch, the
NFL'’s senior vice president of law
and labor policy.

NFLPA spokesman George Atal-
lah did not return messages left by
AP seeking comment.

As part of the collective-bar-
gaining agreement signed earlier

this month, the NFL Players Asso-
ciation and league confirmed “that
the program on anabolic steroids
and related substances will include
both annual blood testing and ran-
dom blood testing for human
growth hormone.”

But the union wanted to see the
details before officially agreeing to
anything, and they have not been
worked out.

“We said we would agree to it
when we were satisfied with the
testing, the procedures, and more
importantly, the reliability of the
testing available,” a person familiar
with the union’s stance told the AP.
The person spoke on the condition
of anonymity because of the sensi-
tivity of the negotiations.

If no agreement on HGH testing
is reached, the league would oper-
ate under its old policy, which did
not test for HGH. Birch, in charge
of the NFL's testing program, said
that could take one of the union’s
top priorities — a third-party arbi-
tration system to review positive
tests and their subsequent penal-
ties — off the table.

“Beyond that, there’s little use
in speculating,” Birch said when
asked what the NFL could do if the
union doesn'’t agree to HGH testing.

Aware of the players’ longstand-
ing resistance to blood testing, the
NFL was among the leagues who
funneled money into research for a
urine test that would detect HGH.
Any such test, however, remains
years away, so the league pushed
for blood testing, saying it would
be an important part of any new
contract.

Anti-doping experts have long
criticized the NFL and Major
League Baseball for not testing for
HGH. Baseball tests minor league
players, and earlier this week,
Rockies Triple-A player Mike Ja-
cobs received a 50-game suspen-
sion after a positive test for HGH
and became the first North Ameri-
can pro athlete to be punished for
taking the drug.

“You have to question their mo-
tives why, especially in light of the
recent positive in baseball, that
they’re retreating from wanting to
put this in place,” USADA CEO
Travis Tygart said. “There doesn’t
seem to be any legitimate reason
for all these questions when, over
seven-plus years, top scientists in
world in almost every testing
agency have been using this test
for deterrence and detection.”
