Controversial Cy-Hawk Trophy Will Be Replaced

JOHNSTON, lowa (AP) — The
new trophy designed for the winner
of the annual lowa-lowa State grid-
iron showdown was scrapped Tues-
day as organizers acknowledged it
had too much to do with corn and
not nearly enough to do with foot-
ball.

The Cy-Hawk Trophy was re-
designed this year after complaints
that the old one - a simple bronze
statue of a football and a player -
was a bit dated.

With the lowa Corn Growers As-
sociation as the new sponsor of the
series between lowa State’s Cy-
clones and lowa’s Hawkeyes, the
new trophy was drawn up as a farm
family huddled around a bushel of
corn. The design was a nod to the
state’s deep agricultural roots and,
of course, corn is a primary staple
around here.

It was unveiled Friday at the
state fair. And everyone pretty
much hated it, likening it to a
garage sale leftover or something
from the Precious Moments catalog.
Newspaper chats, Twitter and Face-
book lit up with critics, and even
former lowa coach Hayden Fry and
lIowa Gov. Terry Branstad weighed
in against the new design.

Craig Floss, the CEO of the corn
growers group, said the response
showed the passion Iowa fans have
for football.

“The overwhelming feedback
has been negative,” he said. “Be-
cause we've listened ... people want
something different than what was
proposed last week. And we as lowa
corn growers and the farmers we
represent, we want people to be
happy.”

A temporary trophy will be de-
signed for this year’s game on Sept.
10. Fans will be able to suggest a de-
sign for the more permanent re-
placement.

“The new Cy-Hawk trophy, we
trust, will truly be something fans
will embrace,” Floss said.

In downtown lowa City, where
stores are already selling “Beat
State” t-shirts in advance of the
showdown, fans and University of
lowa students cheered the news.

“Nobody liked it. I think the best
comment [ heard was, ‘That’s going
to the losers, right'?” said Liz Ulin, a
23-year-old senior studying health
science. She said she grew up in a
tiny farming community south of
Iowa City and knows many farm
families, but the depiction on the

trophy had nothing to do with foot-
ball.

“I'don’t think people understood
it,” she said. “I don’t think they
made the connection between the
farming and the football game ...
And not everyone in lowa is a
farmer. They need something that
incorporates both schools.”

The process for choosing a new
design would be announced later,
Floss said.

The uproar over the trophy
shouldn’t be surprising, not when it
comes to football rivalry games.
Paul Bunyan’s ax goes to the winner
of the Wisconsin-Minnesota football
game; Floyd of Rosedale — a hog
trophy — goes to the winner of the
Iowa-Minnesota game; lowa State
and Missouri play for the Telephone
Trophy; the Little Brown Jug goes
to the winner of Michigan-Min-
nesota; and the Keg of Nails goes to
the winner of the Louisville-Cincin-
nati game.

Officials from both lowa and
Iowa State said the process of com-
ing up with a new trophy for the
local rivalry was a collaborative ef-
fort between the schools and the
corn growers group.

Martin said. "You mess up your fin-
gers. They look ugly."

Martin settled into the position
in spring practice and began to
thrive. He made four tackles in the
spring game, including two for

losses, and he forced a fumble.

Martin's high energy level
earned him playing time his fresh-
man year. Ten of his 15 tackles
came on special teams. He also
blocked two punts, one that went
for a touchdown against Baylor and
the other against Texas in the Big 12
championship game.

He made a team-leading 13 spe-
cial-teams tackles last season, all on
kickoff coverage. But his most mem-
orable play came as he was block-
ing for Paul on the kick return unit.

Martin approached from Hud-

son's left side and delivered a hit
that knocked both players to the
ground. Though no penalty was
called, Big 12 commissioner Dan
Beebe suspended Martin, saying he
targeted Hudson with the crown of
his helmet.

Martin said he suspects he was
suspended because his big hit came
about the same time the NFL was
doling out big fines to players for
dangerous and flagrant hits.

As college basketball’s win-
ningest coach, Summitt has spent 37
seasons at Tennessee and has 1,071
career victories and eight national
championships. She is not the alone
in her fight. Retired men’s basketball
coach Dean Smith — the 80-year-old
former North Carolina coach, who
has 879 victories, reached 11 Final
Fours and won two national champi-
onships — is suffering from a pro-
gressive neurocognitive disorder
that affects his memory.

Summitt has made it clear to her

players that she expects that to end
this season.

Connecticut coach Geno Au-
riemma summed up most of the re-
action to Summitt’s diagnosis.

“You don’t necessarily associate
dementia with people our age so
this announcement really put things
in perspective,” Auriemma said in a
statement. “Pat has great support
from her family, friends and staff
and [ know they will help her im-
mensely. There is no doubt in my
mind that Pat will take on this chal-
lenge as she has all others during
her Hall of Fame career — head on.
[ wish her all the best.”

Peterson
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the Shiancoe in the mix, but the
supporting cast gets a little thin
after that.

“I feel like we have the right
pieces around. We have talent at
quarterback,” Peterson said. “I'm
all right at the running back posi-
tion. And we've got Percy Harvin,
Shiancoe, and the defense is al-
ways stable. So we've got a lot of
good pieces in place to, you know,
each week just mold more together
to win that championship.”

The way this year goes could
play a big role in Peterson’s desire
to work out a long-term deal to
stay here. A good start could as-

suage any concerns about the fran-
chise going in the wrong direction.
A slow one? That could cause him
to think long and hard about his
prospects of winning a champi-
onship here.

He has been asked several
times during training camp if he
wants to stay with the Vikings and
has side-stepped the question like
a would-be tackler in the flats.

“I've been thinking about this
season because this is what's pres-
ent now,” Peterson said when
asked about the future in Min-
nesota. “As of now, we have what it
takes to be able to accomplish the
ultimate goal.”

The biggest risk mentioned in
not getting a deal done now is in-
jury. Peterson plays arguably the
most brutal position in the game,
one that is known for its short
shelf life.

Taking out an insurance policy
could help with that, and Peterson
isn’t buying that he will hit the wall
at 30 like many of the game’s great
running backs have. He’s proven to
be a different kind of running back
ever since he entered the league in
2007. The way he sees it, why
should that change in four years?

“It’s just all about how they
make a label out and that’s what
people go by because that’s what
they're used to hearing,” Peterson
said. “Five, six years, that’s what
expectations for running backs are.

“Who knows that? Who does
the science to come up with that?
Each individual is different. But
you know, that’s just how this
world, we operate. You say some-
thing and then everybody look at it
and that’s what it is. No matter
what the person is, but I disagree.”

“I'think it’s really important

“I think it's one thing that
Coach sometimes doesn’t talk
about, but I know the kids who
have played in this program have
taken more away than baseball
skills. And I think if you talk to
any kid who has played in this
program in the last 47 years, as
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they go into adult life, they will
tell you that they learned a lot of
lessons here that are life lessons,
that probably, when you get
down to it, may be more impor-
tant than the baseball skills,
quite frankly,” he said. “Winning
is great, but the thing [ want to
applaud Coach about is the kids
I've talked to, the young men
who've come back over the last
four years since I've been in the
program . that’s the one thing al-
most everyone has talked about.”
