The Yankton Community Li-
brary will host an author talk and
book signing at the library on
Sunday, Sept. 15, from 2-4 p.m.,
when Marilyn Kratz debuts her
most recent book “Feed Sack
Dresses and Wild Plum Jam: Re-
membering Farm Life in the
1950s,” which was published in
conjunction with Prairie Hearth
Publishing, LLC, Yankton. She will
give a short talk and present
readings from the book at 2:30
p.m. Copies of the book will be
available at the signing. 

The book contains a collec-
tion of humorous, informative,
and sometimes sentimental arti-
cles about Kratz’s life growing up
on the family farm near Scotland.
About a third of the articles were
written specifically for the book.
The others have appeared in the
Yankton County Observer weekly
newspaper where Kratz writes
regularly for their “Good Old
Days” feature.

In addition to the articles,
Kratz included several poems she

wrote and photographs relating
to farm life. She also added old
recipes which she found in her
mother’s handwritten cook-
books. One tells the reader how
to make lye soap.

Kratz writes about party lines,
old-fashioned kitchen items and
procedures, going to cowboy
movies on Saturday nights, deal-
ing with farm animals, rural
school experiences, butchering
day, and foods she enjoyed as a
child as well as many other sub-
jects familiar to people who grew
up in rural areas in the 1950s. 

One of her most popular arti-
cles tells of milking cows on Sat-
urdays when her hair was up in
pin curls in preparation for the
weekly trip to town. She paints a
humorous picture of the cows
getting their tails tangled in the
pin curls.

Kratz was inspired to write
the book because of the many
comments people have made
after reading her columns. She
enjoys hearing how her columns

bring back memories to others
who grew up in similar circum-
stances.

Kratz began her literary ca-
reer by writing for children’s
magazines, most notably High-
lights for Children, which has
published about one hundred of
her stories since she sold them
the first one in 1967. Through the
years, she has had more than 600
stories, articles, and poems pub-
lished in many magazines, as well
as having five books published.
She retired in 1998 after 31 years
as an elementary teacher.

As a member of the Society of
Children’s Book Writers and Illus-
trators, Kratz has presented
workshop sessions at confer-
ences across the state as well as
locally. Her next appearance will
be as presenter of a session on
poetry for the upcoming North-
ern Plains Professional Writers
Conference to be held in Yankton
on Oct. 18 of this year.

The Mount Marty College
Theatre Department, in coopera-
tion with the Benedictine Insti-
tute of Leadership, Ethics and
Social Justice, will be reading
“The Cloak and the Bridge,” re-
cent play by new MMC Theatre
faculty member Dr. Adrianne
Adderley, on Sunday, Sept. 8, be-
ginning at 7 p.m. in the Bistro
Second Stage (Bede 127) on the
Yankton campus.

Mason’s sis-
ter, Asura, finds it difficult to see
her brother in so much pain and
sides in part with Dr. Corby, who
recommends palliative care for
Mason. Mason’s brother and wife
take the Church’s stand on the
issue, that being Mason’s life is in
God’s hands, not those of the
doctor. Critical care nurse
Paloma walks the tightrope be-
tween these positions as she
serves the needs of Mason and
the family members. The action
of the play bounces between the
hospital room to “darkness,”
where Mason’s reality is revealed.

Following the reading of the
play a discussion will be held, led
by playwright Adrianne Adderley,
Father John Rutten, Associate
Pastor of Sacred Heart Parish in
Yankton; Dr. Susan Fanta, Internal
Medicine, Yankton Medical Clinic;
