Captains

VERMILLION — Senior linebacker Keyen Lage, senior 
wide receiver Eric Shufford, junior quarterback Ryan Saeger 
and junior running back Trevor Bouma have been named 
captains of South Dakota’s football team for the upcoming 
season as voted on by their peers. The team will also pick a 
special teams player each week to serve as a fi fth captain on 
game days.

Lage was selected a captain for the second consecutive 
season. The Sioux Falls native has started 26 consecutive 
games at linebacker dating back to his true freshman season 
of 2012. 

Shufford, a native of Rialto, Calif., was an honorable men-
tion all-MVFC choice a year ago after leading the Coyotes 
with 53 catches for 699 yards and fi ve touchdowns.

Saeger completed 43-of-80 passes for 570 yards and two 
touchdowns in four starts last season. The Hartland, Wis., 
native also ran for 200 yards and four scores in those starts.

Bouma, a native of LeMars, Iowa, has run for 1,289 yards 
and six touchdowns in his fi rst two seasons as a Coyote.

The quartet will lead the Coyotes onto the fi eld for the fi rst 
time in 2015 on Sept. 5 when South Dakota faces Kansas 
State in Manhattan, Kan. The game will serve as the season 
opener for both teams.

SDSU Wrestling Schedule Set
BROOKINGS — The South Dakota State University 

wrestling team will host one tournament and seven home 
duals during the upcoming 2015-16 season, including two 
duals against squads that fi nished in the top 10 at last year’s 
NCAA Championships.

The season kicks off Nov. 1, when the Jackrabbits host 
the Warren Williamson/ Daktronics Open. 

The Jackrabbits, who posted an 11-8 dual record during 
the 2014-15 campaign, open the home dual season Nov. 21 
against Virginia Tech. The dual against a Hokies squad that 
fi nished 10th at the 2015 NCAA Championships will be on 
the back end of a doubleheader with the Jackrabbit women’s 
basketball team’s matchup against Notre Dame.

On Nov. 27, Oklahoma State pays a visit to Brookings. 
The Cowboys, owners of 31 NCAA team titles during their 
storied history, fi nished seventh at the 2015 NCAA Champi-
onships.

SDSU closes out the calendar year by hosting North 
Dakota State on Dec. 13 as the two rivals open and a home-
and-home series, with the return matchup set for the season 
fi nale Feb. 21 in Fargo in what will be a Big 12 Conference 
dual.

SDSU’s fi rst dual action of the season will take place Nov. 
7 at the Minnesota Quad in Minneapolis, where the Jackrab-
bits will take on Minnesota, Virginia and Grand Canyon. The 
Jackrabbits will face another Big Ten Conference opponent 
and perennial national title contender Dec. 4, when it travels 
to 2015 NCAA runner-up Iowa. Minnesota placed eighth at 
the 2015 NCAA Championships.

Frick will be the player to 
watch for the Gazelles this 
season, and Beste it looking 
to her to set the example for 
the rest of the team.

“We are really looking for 
Becky to be a leader on and 
off the court this year,” said 
Beste. 

One thing Beste is looking 
to develop in this team is 
depth in the Gazelle’s strong 
offense. Her goal is to pose 
a consistent threat to their 
opponents.

“Offensively we are very 
experienced, but I would like 
more depth,” said Beste. 

With the players on her 
roster, Beste should have no 
problem building a consistent 
and deep offense this season. 
To help achieve this, Beste 
has been working on getting 
the defense involved in their 
attacks as well. 

“We are working on 
transitioning out of defense 
into the offense as quickly as 
possible,” said Beste.

“They won’t have to � y to 
Baltimore or Atlanta or Char-
lotte to see me play.”

Oddly enough, it was the 
distance from home that 
proved bene� cial to McGuire, 
he said.

“It was a great experience, 
growing up away from home,” 
he said. “It was awesome to 
be in a community where 
you had to make a name for 
yourself.”

In that sense, it’s been an 
adjustment for McGuire in 
Vermillion.

Almost in the same way 
that it would be for any fresh-
man, he’s suddenly learning 
terminology and schemes 
while guys next to him on 
the line already have a jump 
start. McGuire, though, 
� gures to be a � xture on the 
line for the Coyotes – in a 
spot to be determined.

“It’s been great,” he said. 
“Coach (Joe) Glenn is the 
kind of coach you want 
to play for. Coach (Brett) 
Harvey and coach (Colin) 
Prosser have really helped 
me get my technique down.”

Even for someone with 
plenty of Division I experi-
ence under his belt, McGuire 
was also throw into a differ-
ent style at USD. The offense 
at Elon was more reliant 
on pass plays (the Phoenix 
rushed for 83 yards a game 
last season), while USD leans 
more toward the run (144 
yards a game last year).

“It’s a lot different here; 

we run the ball more here 
than I was used to,” McGuire 
said. “All the guys have been 
really helpful with me to 
learn the new system. 

“I feel like I’m at home, 
and ready to go.”

And as he proved during 
a post-practice interview 
Monday, he’s always ready to 
talk history.

In addition to revealing 
that Elon means “Oak” in He-
brew, McGuire also revealed 
that his History degree from 
Elon does translate to the 
world of football.

How?
“I think it’s good to be 

well-versed in a lot of things,” 
he said. “It teaches you prob-
lem solving, and to look at 
things from a wider perspec-
tive. 

“Why does that happen, 
and not just that it hap-
pened.”

And thanks to the NCAA 
rule allowing student-athletes 
who redshirted one season 
the opportunity to play an 
extra season after earning 
an undergraduate degree 
(the rule made famous by 
quarterback Russell Wilson), 
McGuire has one � nal season 
of college football.

“I think that’s a really 
good thing,” he said. “I’m 
able to take advantage of it, 
and I think more people need 
to take advantage of it. 

“It’s a pretty cool experi-
ence to play at a new place 
and further your education.”
