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Press&Dakotan Winston An Easy, Hard Choice For Heisman

For the second straight year, a freshman won the Heisman Trophy, as Florida State quarterback
Jameis Winston claimed the honor on Saturday.

From a football-only standpoint the selection was really a no-brainer. He has thrown for 3,820 yards,
completing 68 percent of his passes. Twice this season, he completed better than 90 percent of his
passes. His Seminoles have not won by fewer than 14 (Sept. 28 against Boston College, 48-34) and
have not scored fewer than 37 points (Oct. 30 vs. Florida).

Off the field, it was another story.

Winston was being investigated for an alleged rape that occurred a year ago, though investigators
said earlier this month that he would not be charged.

As a Heisman voter, | am expected to consider “character” as part of my decision. The question,
though, is can you hold an allegation against someone when he was not charged in the incident? After
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much pondering and discussion with my assistant Jeremy Hoeck, | decided that | could not and put him
at the top of my ballot.
Second on my ballot was 2012 Heisman winner Johnny Manziel of Texas A&M. He may not have

had all the impressive numbers that he did a year ago, he still averaged 368.2 total yards per game,
and improved his yards per attempt (8.5 in 2012 to 9.5 this year), touchdown percentage (6.0 to 8.4)
and percentage of completions for a first down or touchdown (57.6 to 63).

Third on my ballot was Alabama’s A.J. McCarron. While some might consider this rewarding the
career and not the season, McCarron improved his QB rating each season and completed more than
half his passes in all but the Crimson Tide's season opener. He may not have been as flashy as Win-

ston or Manziel, but he was a major reason the Tide were in the hunt for another national title. He also
