Ball also put Mount Marty up
by double-digits for good in the
first half when hit a lay-up to com-
plete a fast-break for a 35-24 lead
and the Lancers went into halftime
with a 42-29 lead.

Midland Lutheran cut Mount
Marty’s lead to 42-33 to begin the
second half, but the Lancers went
on a 17-7 run for its biggest lead at
59-40 with 11:02 left.

The Warriors slowly whittled
the lead down to seven points with
2:33 left before Klekas’s three and
got it back to eight points before
Krier’s three, which made sure the
Lancers would win by double-dig-
its at 81-69.

All 10 of the Lancers who
played in the game scored, led by
Peters, who also had five assists.

“It helps having Justin back and
he has really taken on the chal-

lenge and gets after it,” Thorson
said. “The team has picked up on
what he does.”

Weston Kusser was the only
other Mount Marty player who
scored in double-figures with 12
points and had four steals.

The Lancers helped themselves
out from the free throw line as
they made 27-36 shots from the
line (75 percent) which raised
their season total to 64.9 percent
— 61.7 percent in conference play.

“We have been working on it all
season and we are starting to see
the results,” Thorson said. “Those
are free points and tough to miss
them, so we just need to keep it
up.”

Jason Ahrens led Midland
Lutheran with 20 points.

Mount Marty’s next game will
be in Sioux Center, Iowa against
Dordt Wednesday before the

Lancers close out the regular sea-
son Saturday at home against Dana
College.

“Hopefully we can keep this
going and get on a run for some
momentum heading into the con-
ference tournament,” Peters said.

McMurray Holds Off Earnhardt To Win
Daytona 500

DAYTONA BEACH, Fla. (AP) — Jamie McMurray’s heart sank when he
saw Dale Earnhardt Jr. lurking in his rearview mirror. Of all the guys bear-
ing down on me, he thought, it has be one who seems to destined to win
the Daytona 500.

Then McMurray looked up at the finish line. I don’t think he can beat
me to it, he thought.

Turns out McMurray was right. Just barely.
The truth — the hole truth — is that McMurray won the Super Bowl

of NASCAR on Sunday in a spectacular finish. Race officials just hope it
makes fans forget about a pothole on the track that required two stoppages
and delayed stock car racing’s greatest spectacle by more than two hours.

Those who turned away missed an amazing show.
“I can’t really put it into words the way it feels,” said McMurray, who

broke down in tears several times after the race. “I’m trying to be genuine
and as sincere as I can and not sound cliche: as a kid growing up, this is
what you dream of, of being able to win the Daytona 500.”

McMurray did it with a huge push from former teammate Greg Biffle
to move past leader Kevin Harvick on NASCAR’s second attempt at a
“green-white-checkered” finish — a two-lap overtime policy that was
tweaked this week to create exciting finishes. It worked.

Once out front, McMurray still had to contend with Earnhardt, a 12-
time Daytona winner who was bearing down on his rear bumper. When he
beat him to the finish line by .119 seconds, McMurray climbed from his
car, sprinted to the race logo in the infield grass, and dropped to his knees
in a tear-soaked celebration.

“Fans deserve probably more of a show, so that’s what they got,” said
Earnhardt, who settled for second.

Stinnett Suspended For Season
OMAHA, Neb. (AP) — Creighton guard P’Allen

Stinnett will not see playing time for the rest of the sea-
son.

Coach Dana Altman said in a statement Sunday that
the Bluejays’ second-leading scorer will remain on sus-
pension until the season ends.
