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Two Teens Injured In Colo. Middle School Shooting

LITTLETON, Colo. (AP) — A teacher tackled a man armed
with a high-powered rifle just after two teenage students
were shot Tuesday at a suburban Denver middle school
that’s just miles from Columbine High School, the site of one
of the nation’s deadliest school shootings, authorities said.

One male and one female were shot at about 3:30 p.m.
outside Deer Creek Middle School in Littleton, Jefferson
County Sheriff’s office spokeswoman Jacki Kelley said. Both
students were taken to a nearby hospital and were expected

to survive.

Student Steven Seagraves said he was about 10 feet away
when an adult approached students and asked them: “Do

you guys go to this school?”

When the students said they did, he shot them,

Seagraves said.

The suspect’s name hasn’t been released, but authorities

say he’s 32.

The school is about three miles southwest of Columbine
High School, where two teens — Dylan Klebold and Eric
Harris — killed 12 students and a teacher and wounded 23
others before killing themselves in 1999.

The middle school was temporarily locked down with
about 30 students in the building. They were eventually
taken to a nearby elementary school, where they were to

meet up with their parents.

Students’ parents were alerted through text messages,
phone calls and e-mails, Jefferson County Schools spokes-

woman Melissa Reeves said.

because we get the job done.

Svatos also said the award proves
there is a need for the programming
and opportunities that RTEC offers

the community.

For RTEC manager Josh Svatos, the
award is a humbling one that he
attributes to the support of Yankton’s

manufacturing sector.

“It’s just a testimony to the rest of
the state that an organization like this
can be done, it can survive, and it is
all predicated on partnerships,” he
said. “Really, it is a team effort. When
the dust settles and the smoke clears
at the end of the day, it is all about
providing opportunities for middle
school kids, high school kids, adults
looking for career changes, or the per-
son off the street who is just looking
to enhance their skills. It is about pro-
viding an opportunity that wasn’t
there before, and I firmly believe
that’s why we are so successful:

“More and more students and
adults are finding out that career and
technical education jobs are the
future,” he said. “There is a time and
place for the four-year colleges; there
is a time and place for career and
technical education; and right now,
there is a lot of demand for career-
and technical-educated people.”

Evans and Svatos both agreed that
the overwhelming support that RTEC
receives is unique not only to South
Dakota but also to the country. They
added that more communities are
emulating what they see in Yankton.

“I think education driven by the
manufacturing community needs has
us on the cutting edge,” Evans said.
“No matter where | have been in the
United States in the last five years,

A person infected with
the TB germ doesn’t neces-
sarily carry the actual dis-
ease, Jameson said.

“There is preventive
therapy to kill off or cause
the TB germ to be non-
active. Hopefully, you will
never develop an active
form of the disease,” she
said. “If you do carry an
active case, we can pre-
scribe three or four medica-
tions.”

In some cases, TB can lie
dormant for years without
creating problems, Jameson
said. The disease might sur-
face and become active in
later years as the person

ages and develops health
problems.

TB carries some symp-
toms similar to the cold
and flu, Jameson said. She
encouraged ill persons to
look for other signs.

“Don’t think, ‘It’s my win-
ter or spring cold and I just
can’t shake it,”” she said.
“There are symptoms such
as night sweats and weight
loss that aren’t typically
found with a cold, flu or
other viral illnesses.”

South Dakota has main-
tained a consistent number
of TB cases each year,
Jameson said. Besides the
18 cases last year, the state
recorded 16 cases in 2008
and 13 in 2007.

“We haven't had more
than 20 (in recent years),”
she said. “The lowest was
in 2004 with 11 cases.”

TB cuts across all seg-
ments of the population
and changes each year,
Jameson said. In 2009, the
state’s 18 TB cases were 39
