Displays in the building include photographs of
old Yankton, maps of the Dakota Territory, a
gallery of former Dakota Territorial governors
and a tribute to the local St. John's Masonic
Lodge. Visitors will want to view the quilt
highlighting Yankton landmarks, made by the
four Yankton Quester chapters.
