risk harming noncombatants.

Few in or outside the mili-
tary contested McChrystal’s
underlying premise that civil-
ian deaths caused by the
West are highly counterpro-
ductive because they galva-
nize public fury and thus
help bolster support for the
Taliban. Alienating the
townspeople and villagers
who live in battle zones flies
in the face of the United
States’ counterinsurgency
strategy — one that bears
the stamp of not only
McChrystal but Petraeus
himself, and is centered on
winning Afghan hearts and
minds.

For months there has
been grumbling in the ranks
that the rules of engagement
sometimes hamper the abili-
ty of Western troops, who
include nearly 100,000
Americans, to defend them-
selves, let alone move
aggressively against a deter-
mined enemy.

In the heat of battle, the
restrictions can diminish to
the vanishing point the
American advantages of
superior firepower and tech-
nology, some field command-
ers say, thus leaving small
units particularly vulnerable.

The change of command
in Afghanistan has civilians
worried that it will make it
even more dangerous to
come into contact with the
foreign forces in their midst.
Already, many motorists
freeze with anxiety at the
sight of a Western convoy or
when coming up on a mili-
tary checkpoint, fearing they
will be taken for would-be
suicide attackers and shot.
