he’s open to ideas that make the
game better, but he believes the
changes shouldn’t be rushed.

“The idea is to keep the excite-
ment of the game, keep the enthu-
siasm, which is great for college
ball,” Halpin said. “But let’s move
it away from the plate and give
the pitcher and catcher their
space.”

Texas coach Augie Garrido
said he’s heard no complaints
about teams being disrespectful
when celebrating.

“Absolutely it takes some of
the fun out,” Garrido said. “The
umpires are going to have a hell
of a time carrying around a tape
measure to determine what 15
feet is. Next year they’ll probably
have a line there that you can’t
cross on a home run.”
