ST. LOUIS (AP) — No. 1 overall
draft pick Sam Bradford agreed to a
six-year, $78 million contract with
the St. Louis Rams on Friday night,
with $50 million in guaranteed
money.

The Rams and the former
Oklahoma quarterback concluded
negotiations in time for the first
full-squad workout set for Saturday.
The guaranteed money is the high-
est ever in the NFL.

Bradford is the centerpiece of a
rebuilding effort for the Rams, who
were 1-15 last year in the first sea-
son under coach Steve Spagnuolo
and are 6-42 the last three seasons.

Spagnuolo reiterated earlier this
week that veteran backup Jay

Feeley is the starter entering train-
ing camp. But Bradford, the 2008
Heisman Trophy winner, shouldn’t
be on the bench for long.

Marc Bulger, rookie Keith Null
and Kyle Boller combined for only
12 touchdown passes all last year.
St. Louis trailed the NFL with a 10.9-
point scoring average, leaning
heavily on Pro Bowl running back
Steven Jackson.

Quarterback Matthew Stafford,
the No. 1 pick last year, got $41.7
million in guaranteed money on a
six-year, $72 million deal with the
Lions last year.

Bradford’s agents, Tom Condon
and Ben Dogra of St. Louis, also rep-
resent Rams offensive tackle Jason

Smith and Smith also signed just in
time for the first full-squad work-
out. Smith was the second overall
pick last year and got a five-year,
$62 million deal with $33 million in
guaranteed money.

Bradford led the nation with 48
touchdown passes in 2008. He
played in only three games in 2009
before undergoing season-ending
shoulder surgery.

Bradford attended the team’s
mandatory minicamp last month as
well as a rookie minicamp after the
draft. He missed three practices for
rookies, quarterbacks and veterans
coming off injuries, two of them on
Thursday.

Rams, Top Pick Bradford Agree To Terms

NEWTON, Iowa (AP) — The
NASCAR Nationwide series has
been dominated by double-duty
Sprint Cup drivers all season,
which isn’t exactly a new phenome-
non.

The so-called “regular guys” on
the Nationwide tour are hoping to
break that trend in Iowa.

The Nationwide series will make
its second stop at Iowa Speedway
on Saturday night with a thinner-
than-usual roster of double-duty
drivers. The Sprint Cup race in
Pocono on Sunday starts less than

18 hours after the green flag drops
in Iowa, so just eight drivers are
scheduled to double-dip this week-
end.

That could leave the door open
for the likes of Justin Allgaier,
Trevor Bayne or Steve Wallace to
snap a stretch of 16 races without a
win for a Nationwide-only driver.

“I feel like it’s not impossible for
us to win a race,” Allgaier said. “I
think towards the end of the season
we’re going to see more
Nationwide-only guys win races.”

Allgaier should know, of course.

He’s the only non-Sprint Cup driver
to win a Nationwide race this sea-
son, crossing first at Bristol on
March 20.

Allgaier was the Nationwide
rookie of the year in 2009 and has
continued to show he’s one of the
brighter young talents in stock car
racing. The 24-year-old Allgaier is
third in the points standings
behind Cup drivers Brad
Keselowski and Carl Edwards, and
he led 35 laps at Iowa last year
before a string of bad luck left him
15th.
