AGREEMENT 
ESTABLISHING THE 
YANKTON COUNTY 

REGIONAL RAILROAD 
AUTHORITY

This  agreement,  made as of this
7th day of  July, 2015, among the
political  subdivisions which have
executed  this  agreement  (the
Members) pursuant  to the  resolu-
tion governing body of each polit-
ical  subdivision  authorizing  such
execution  attached  hereto  as  Ex-
hibit  A  and  by  this  reference
made a part hereof as if fully  set
forth herein.

WITNESSETH:
ARTICLE I

CREATION, NAME, 
PURPOSES AND POWERS

1.1 There  is  hereby  created  and
incorporated  a  regional  railroad
authority  under  the  provisions of
SDCL  49-17A  (the  Act)  which
shall  be a political subdivision of
the  State  of South  Dakota, to ex-
ercise  there  under  a  part  of  the
sovereign powers of the State.
1.2 The name of the regional rail-
road authority  created  and incor-
porated by the agreement shall be
YANKTON COUNTY 
REGIONAL RAILROAD 
AUTHORITY (the Authority).
1.3 Except as specifically  provid-
ed  to  the  contrary  in  this  agree-
ment or in the Authoritys rules as
the  same  may  be  amended  from
time  to  time,  the  Authority  shall
conduct  its  affairs  in  accordance
with the Act for the purposes au-
thorized  therein  and  to  that  end
shall be empowered to exercise all
powers granted by the  Act as the
same may be hereinafter amended
from time to time.

ARTICLE II

2.1 The  names  of  the  Political
Subdivisions of the State of South
Dakota  which have approved this
agreement are the initial members
of the  Authority  are  YANKTON
COUNTY and  the  CITY  OF
YANKTON.
2.2 Any  political  subdivision
qualified under the Act which de-
sires  to  join  the  Authority  subse-
quent  to  the  date  of  this  agree-
ment shall so indicate its desire by
depositing  with  the  Chairman  of
the Authority a supplement to the
agreement executed by such polit-
ical  subdivision  and  a  resolution
of the governing body (as defined
in the Act) of such political subdi-
vision  authority  such  execution.
Thereafter, a political subdivision
shall  become  a  Member  of  the

BOARD OF 
COMMISSIONERS

4.1 The  Board  of Commissioners
of  the  Authority  shall  be  com-
prised  of four (4) Representatives
of  the  Members,  two  of  which
shall be selected by the governing
body of the City of Yankton, two
of which shall  be selected by the
governing body of the County  of
Yankton,  and the final Represen-
tative  shall  be a  joint  representa-
tive  selected  by approval of both
governing  bodies  of  the  parties
hereto.  In order to select the joint
City  and  County  Representative,
the  County Commission shall  ap-
prove and submit a list  of names
of at least  four (4) acceptable  in
The  City  Commission  may  ap-

prove one  name from that  list  as
the  final  Representative  or  direct
the County to approve and submit
another  list  of names  of  at  least
four (4) acceptable individuals for
consideration  by  the  City  Com-
mission.  This process shall be re-
peated  until  the final Representa-
tive has been selected.

BYLAWS

7.1 The  Commissioners  of  the
Authority  shall  adopt  and amend
such  rules  and  bylaws  as  they
may  deem  appropriate  to  govern
the operation of the Authority.

ARTICLE VIII

AMENDMENTS

8.1 This  agreement  may  be
amended  upon  approval  by  the
Commission of the Authority  and
by  the  governing  bodies  of  the
members;  provided,  however,  a
unanimous  vote  of  the  Commis-
sion  of  the  Authority  and  of  all
governing bodies of the members
shall be required to amend Article
10.1.

ARTICLE IX

VOTING AND 
INTERPRETATION

9.1 Each signatory member of this
Agreement  shall  be  entitled  to
vote,  to  be  exercised  by  its  ap-
pointed member.  In the event of
any dispute or disagreement as to
any  of  the  provisions  of  this
Agreement, a majority vote of the
Members shall control.

ARTICLE X
TAX CERTIFICATION

10.1 The Authority shall have the
authority to certify to the govern-
