PIERRE — Applications are
being accepted for a state pro-
gram that provides once-a-year
refunds of sales or property
taxes to eligible senior citizens
and disabled individuals in
South Dakota.

Under the Sales and
Property Tax Refund for Senior
and Disabled Citizens, quali-
fied applicants will receive
refunds of sales or property
taxes based on their income.
Refund checks are issued
beginning at the end of August.
The program is funded
through an annual appropria-
tion from the South Dakota
Legislature.

To be eligible for refunds,
applicants must meet the fol-
lowing criteria:

• Be at least 66 years old on
or before Jan. 1 of the current
year OR be disabled during
any part of the year.
“Disabled” is defined as being
qualified to receive Social
Security Disability benefits,
Supplemental Security

Disability benefits, or the indi-
vidual is a veteran with a rated
disability of 60 percent or
higher

• Must have been a South
Dakota resident for the entire
previous year

• Must meet annual income
requirements. The 2009
income limit for a single-mem-
ber household was $10,250;
the limit for a multiple-mem-
ber household was $13,250

Applications for the pro-
gram are available from the
Department of Revenue and
Regulation’s Property and
Special Taxes Division or can
be downloaded from the
Department’s website at
http://www.state.sd.us/drr2/for
ms/propertytaxforms.htm.
