University of Texas.

Geoffroy, speaking to reporters in the wake of Colorado’s departure
to the Pac-10 and Nebraska’s jump to the Big Ten, said that he thinks
the Big 12 could survive if the Longhorns stick with the league.

“If the University of Texas were to decide that they want to be a
member of the Big 12, then I'm confident the Big 12 would stay togeth-
er,” Geoffroy said. “If the University of Texas decides they do not wish
to and wish to do something else, then | think the conference will be

greatly altered.”

Geoffroy and athletic director Jamie Pollard released a joint state-
ment earlier Friday that said they were deeply disappointed by Colorado
and Nebraska’s pending departures from the Big 12.

The statement said the Big 12's members will discuss their options
and potential initiatives over the next several days.
