he expected huge increases in rights fees from both
Fox and ESPN.

The more lucrative contract with ESPN runs
through the 2015-16 academic year, while the Fox
deal is reportedly in its final two years.

The Big 12 has increased the financial reward for
every one of its members since it began play in 1996.
The Big 12 distributed $139 million to its members
this past fiscal year, more than ever.

The news about the Longhorns, Sooners and the
rest of the Big 12 South powers staying put was espe-
cially good for Kansas, Kansas State, Baylor, Iowa
State and Missouri — the five schools in danger of
being left homeless if the conference dissolved.

Baylor football coach Art Briles, a Texas native
who has spent his entire career in the Long Star
state, put it this way: “I got resuscitated. You can
take your hands off my chest. ... I’m extremely excit-
ed, it’s like being given new life.”

As for the Pac-10 and Scott, who was trying pull
off a bold move that would have dramatically
changed the landscape of college sports, they are left
looking for at least one more member to get to 12 by
2012 when Colorado is set to join.

Scott’s next target? Utah from the Mountain West
Conference would seem a likely candidate.

Scott’s plan was to add Texas (with Notre Dame
the big prize in the conference expansion game)
along with its main Big 12 South rivals — Oklahoma,
Oklahoma State, Texas A&M and Texas Tech.

Because Texas is the richest and most powerful of
the Big 12 schools, the Longhorns were seen as the
lynchpin to the deal. Wherever Texas decided to
place its cash cow football program, the rest of the
schools would seemingly fall in line.

But Texas A&M had represented a wild card, with
school officials meeting with Pac-10 and SEC officials
in recent days. If the Aggies were serious about leav-
ing for the Southeastern Conference, no matter what
Texas did, it was unclear whether that would have
prompted the Longhorns, Sooners and the rest to
decide the Big 12 was not worth saving with only
nine members.

But that SEC flirtation turned out to be nothing
more.

“Texas A&M is a proud member of the Big 12
Conference and will continue to be affiliated with the
conference in the future,” school president R. Bowen
Loftin said in a statement.

Officials at Oklahoma State and Oklahoma issued
similar statements, with OSU president Burns Hargis
singling out Beebe for his “bold moves and intense
efforts.”

The news that the Big 12 survived spread quickly.
“That’s great news,” said Scott Drew, whose

Baylor men’s basketball team advanced to the South
regional final in the NCAA tournament a few months
ago. “Obviously, we’re very excited and pleased
about the 10 schools staying together. It will be great
to continue the rivalries and traditions.”

World Cup: Italy Opens With 1-1 Tie

CAPE TOWN, South Africa (AP)
— Police took over responsibility
for security at World Cup stadiums
in Cape Town and Durban on
Monday after a wage dispute esca-
lated between stewards and a secu-
rity contractor.

World Cup organizers said they
called in police after stadium staff
left their posts in a disagreement
over pay with Stallion Security
Consortium.

The local organizing committee
said the match between Italy and
Paraguay at Green Point Stadium in
Cape Town would kick off on time
at 2:30 p.m. EDT.

“Gates have opened, the police
are in control and the match will

kick off as scheduled,” organizers
said in a statement.

Committee chief executive
Danny Jordaan said the problem
was an “employer-employee wage
dispute.”

“Although we have respect for
workers’ rights, we find it unac-
ceptable for them to disrupt match
day proceedings and will not hesi-
tate to take action in such
instances,” Jordaan said.

The staff walked out after talks
Monday with the organizing com-
mittee and Stallion failed to reach a
resolution.

In Durban, police used force late
Sunday to break up a protest by
stadium workers who said they had

been underpaid. At least two pro-
testers were hurt after police used
tear gas and rubber bullets to dis-
perse about 400 demonstrators.

The confrontation occurred
after Durban hosted its first World
Cup match, with Germany beating
Australia 4-0.

On Monday, protesting workers
in Durban said they had been
turned away from the stadium after
demanding payment under the
terms of a wage agreement they
said had been breached. The work-
ers said their basic daily pay had
been slashed by about a third with-
out notice.

Stadium officials could not be
reached for comment.

EDEN PRAIRIE, Minn. (AP) — Ryan Longwell does-
n't want to give up kickoff duty for the Minnesota
Vikings. 

The Vikings gave specialist Rhys (reese) Lloyd a
two-year contract in March. He's not guaranteed a
spot on the team, but the former University of
Minnesota standout has been one of the league's
best kickoff men. 

Longwell is in the final season of the five-year con-
tract he got from the Vikings in 2006. He says he is
approaching this season the same as usual because
he doesn't know a different way. Longwell says kick-
ing off has never been a hindrance to hitting field
goals and extra points over 13 years in the NFL. 

Lloyd handled kickoffs for the Carolina Panthers
the last two seasons, leading the league with 30
touchbacks in 2008. He had 21 touchbacks last year.
