Campbells Recalls Millions
Of Pounds Of SpaghettiOs

WASHINGTON — Campbell
Soup Co. is recalling 15 million
pounds of SpaghettiOs with
meatballs after a cooker mal-
functioned at one of the compa-
ny’s plants in Texas and left the
meat undercooked.

The Agriculture Department
announced the recall late
Thursday. Campbell spokesman
Anthony Sanzio said the compa-
ny is recalling certain lots of the
product manufactured since
December 2008 “out of an abun-
dance of caution” because offi-
cials don’t know exactly when
the cooker at the Paris, Texas,
plant malfunctioned. Officials
believe it happened recently but
aren’t sure, he said.

The meatballs that went
through the cooker did not get
the requisite amount of heat,
according to the company.

Recalled are certain lots of
three varieties of the pasta prod-
uct often consumed by children:
SpaghettiOs with Meatballs,

SpaghettiOs A to Z with
Meatballs, and SpaghettiOs Fun
Shapes with Meatballs (Cars).

The USDA said there are no
reports of illnesses associated
with the product and Sanzio said
the company has received no
customer complaints to date.

The recalled products have
“EST 4K,” as well as a use-hy
date between June 2010 and
December 2011 printed on the
bottom of the can. The products
were manufactured between
December 2008 and June 2010
and distributed to retail estab-
lishments nationwide.

Sanzio said the company
believes there are about 35,000
cases of SpaghettiOs subject to
the recall on the market right
now. He said USDA announced
the recall of 15 million pounds
because that is all of the product
that has been manufactured
since December 2008. Much of it
has likely been consumed.

Red Cross Fined For Bad Blood Screening

WASHINGTON (AP) — Federal
health regulators on Thursday
fined the American Red Cross
$16 million for sloppy screening
of donated blood, the latest in a
series of violations that have
cost the group millions of dol-
lars.

The Food and Drug
Administration said in a state-
ment that the group failed to
take precautions to assure the
safety of blood donations.
Despite those oversights, the
FDA says the U.S. blood supply
appears to be safe.

Regulators fined the group
nearly $10 million for mismanage-
ment of blood products — includ-
ing red blood cells, plasma and
platelets — and over $6 million
for faulty manufacturing prac-
tices. The violations occurred in
fiscal years 2008 and 2009.

The FDA has cited the Red
Cross a dozen times already and
fined the group over $21 million
since 2003.

Under the terms of a 2003 con-
sent decree, the Red Cross
pledged to investigate and cor-
rect its chronic blood safety vio-
lations.

“FDA is encouraged by recent
efforts made by the Red Cross

leadership,” the federal agency
said in a statement, adding “the
FDA is hopeful these fines will
encourage the Red Cross to act
more quickly to take the actions
necessary to address and correct
the issues.”

Last month a group represent-
ing Red Cross nurses alleged that
staffing cuts, excessive work
scheduling and mismanagement
are responsible for many of the
mistakes cited by the FDA over
the years.

The Red Cross said in a state-
ment that 98 percent of the viola-
tions cited by the FDA occurred
before 2008, and that the group
has made significant improve-
ments since then.

“We appreciate the fact that
the FDA has recognized that the
Red Cross is making progress in
improving compliance, but are
disappointed that the FDA
believed it necessary to fine us
for prior violations dating back
several years,” the group said.

The American Red Cross is
one of several organizations that
collect and manage the nation’s
blood supply. The group provides
about 43 percent of the U.S. blood
supply, selling blood products to
health facilities.
