LOS ANGELES (AP) — The two-time
NBA champion Los Angeles Lakers’
most important free agent this summer
is a 64-year-old former forward with two
bad knees, two artificial hips and two
more championships than any coach in

NBA history.

When Phil Jackson reveals his plans
for the future next week, presumably
some time after the Lakers’ parade
down Figueroa Street on Monday, the
16-time champions can get to work on
the smaller details of their upcoming
