Manning, IUPUI Coach Win Community
Service Awards

INDIANAPOLIS (AP) — Peyton Manning always dreamed of
being as good a football player as his dad.

Archie Manning might be more even impressed with how his
son has embraced the importance of giving back to his community.

On Sunday, the NFL's four-time MVP winner was honored for
his charitable work by earning the Youthlinks Indiana National
Pathfinder Award, becoming the first second generation member to
win the award.

The award is given to individuals who have demonstrated a
commitment to helping children, and few have been more active in
that pursuit than football's first family.

IUPUI coach Ron Hunter received the Indiana Pathfinder Award
for providing donated shoes to children in foreign countries, and
local jump rope coach Niki Glover won the Rev. Charles Williams
Award, presented by the Indiana Black Expo.

Hunter collected more than 3 million pairs of shoes over the last
year with Samaritan's Feet, and he will personally distribute those
shoes to children in Haiti and South Africa this summer. What start-
ed as a part-time mission for Hunter has become a full-time job.

And then I asked if it’s
OK to get pushed around, so I’m
not really sure what the differ-
ence is,” Kerr said. “Depends on
who you are, I guess.”

Darby said the Biffle situation
was different because Biffle’s car
continued moving and the two
cars behind him sped up to make
the pass.

“Biffle maintained pace, the
other cars picked up 20 miles per
hour,” Darby said of the 2007
incident. As for Ambrose, “I
don’t know what happened, I
don’t know if his car quit, if he
shut it off. What I do know is he
was leading, he pulled over, he
stopped and he pulled back in

and at that point, that’s where he
is.”

Although the Biffle race was
confusing at the time — even
third-place finisher Johnson that
day questioned the call, “He
clearly ran out of gas. If you can’t
maintain pace car speed, then
the guys that can finished ahead
of you” — Johnson on Sunday
said the situations were clearly
different.

“You’ve got to maintain a rea-
sonable speed. I thought it was
pace car speed,” he said. “So
when you look at (Ambrose)
coming to a stop, I think it really
eliminates the gray area or the
discussion of, ‘What is a reason-

able speed?’
“When you come to a dead

stop on the racetrack, I think
that changes things, makes it
black and white, very easy to
read the rule.”

Robby Gordon finished sec-
ond in a Toyota for his highest
finish of the season, and series
points leader Kevin Harvick was
third in a Chevrolet. Defending
race winner Kasey Kahne fin-
ished fourth in a Ford and Jeff
Gordon rounded out the top five.

Biffle was seventh and was
followed by Boris Said, Tony
Stewart and Juan Pablo
Montoya.
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JOHANNESBURG, South Africa — The French team is in
flames — and in dire need of a therapist. Things have got-
ten so bad that the team refused to practice Sunday.

The mess began when Nicolas Anelka cursed at coach
Raymond Domenech during halftime of Thursday's 2-0 loss
to Mexico. The coach has been criticized by players and
the media after the team failed to score in its first two
matches. Anelka refused to apologize for his outburst, so
he was sent home.

The team protested by boycotting Sunday's practice.
Players showed up at the field near Cape Town, said hello
to 200 fans, then turned around, got back on the bus and
drew the curtains. Team captain Patrice Evra quarreled
with fitness coach Robert Duverne, who threw down his
stopwatch in anger. Team director Jean-Louis Valentin,
telling reporters he was "disgusted" by the team's behav-
ior, resigned on the spot.

"I am ashamed. I am leaving immediately for Paris," he
said. "What has happened is a scandal for the federation,
for the French team and for the whole country. They do
not want to train. It is unacceptable."

The players put out a statement that read: "All the play-
ers in the French squad without exception wish to affirm
their opposition to the decision taken by the French
Football Federation (FFF) to exclude Nicolas Anelka. We
regret the incident at halftime of the France v. Mexico
match, but we regret even more the divulging of an event
which was only the squad's business and was part and par-
cel of the life of a top-level team. The FFF did not at any
point try to protect the squad."

French Team Embroiled
In Major Internal Turmoil

Miyazato Wins ShopRite, Takes Over No. 1 Ranking
GALLOWAY TOWNSHIP, N.J.

(AP) — Once Ai Miyazato of Japan
stopped worrying about becoming
the No. 1 player in women’s golf,
getting there was easy.

Dominating the LPGA Tour in a
way akin to Annika Sorenstam and
Lorena Ochoa, Miyazato cruised to
her fourth win of the year and took
over the top spot in women’s golf
with an impressive two-shot victo-
ry over M.J. Hur of South Korea in
the reborn $1.5 million ShopRite
LPGA Classic on Sunday.

The Rolex rankings won’t be
announced until Monday, but the
LPGA said Miyazato will be No. 1.

“When I started playing in the
States, that’s when I really started
thinking about being No. 1,”
Miyazato said. “That became a
dream of mine, especially watching
Annika and Lorena play. Now that I
am No. 1, I still can’t believe it, but
I do feel very comfortable with it.”

Miyazato, who turned 25 on
Saturday, shot a 7-under 64 in win-
ning for the first time in the United
States, and for the fifth time since

joining the tour in 2006.
Miyazato was machinelike on

Seaview’s Bay Course on Sunday in
the shadow of Atlantic City. She
started the final round of the 54-
hole tournament two shots behind
Hur and she had a piece of the lead
after making a 15-foot birdie at No.
2 and a tap-in on the par-5 third
hole. A 3-foot birdie on No. 9 gave
her sole possession of the lead and
she opened daylight with a 15-foot-
er on No. 10 and a 30-footer for
birdie on the 14th hole.

The birdie on 10 came after she
played out of a fairway bunker.

“I believe in myself and the
game and no matter what the situa-
tion is or the pressure is I feel like I
can play my game,” said Miyazato,
who had seven birdies and no
bogeys over the final 18 holes.

While the winning margin was
two shots, it was really never that
close. Hur, the second-round
leader, had to birdie the final three
holes just to get second place.

Even when the 20-year-old Hur,
who was playing in the group

behind Miyazato, drew to within
two shots with birdies at Nos. 16
and 17, the Japanese star respond-
ed. She hit her third shot within 10
feet and made the birdie.

“I said to myself I need one more
good swing, one more good putt,”
Miyazato said. “So it was a good
self-talk and I was really able to stay
in control of myself out there.”

Miyazato had a 54-hole total of
16-under 197 to earn a winner’s
check of $225,000, pushing her
earnings this year to $830,238.

Her earlier wins this year were
in Thailand, Singapore and Mexico.
Her first LPGA win came last year
in France.

Miyazato will replace Jiyai Shin
of South Korea atop the rankings.
Shin has missed the last two tour-
naments after undergoing an
appendectomy. She hopes to
return to the tour in next week’s
LPGA Championship in Rochester,
N.Y.

Shin took over the top spot
after Ochoa retired earlier this
year to focus on starting a family.
