Wimbledon Match Lasts Record
10 Hours ... And Counting

WIMBLEDON, England (AP) — On and on and on,
and on some more, they played — longer than anyone
ever had before. And still there was no winner.

John Isner of Tampa, Fla., and Nicolas Mahut of
France were tied at 59-59 in the fifth set at Wimbledon
after exactly 10 hours of action when play was suspend-
ed because of darkness Wednesday night. It is by far the
longest match in terms of games or time in the century-

plus history of tennis.

“Nothing like this will ever happen again. Ever,”

Isner said.

The first-round match already had been suspended
because of fading light Tuesday night after the fourth

set.

The 23rd-seeded Isner and the 148th-ranked Mahut,
who needed to qualify to get into the tournament,
shared a court for 7 hours, 6 minutes in Wednesday’s
fifth set alone, enough to break the full-match record of
6:33, set at the 2004 French Open.

Never before in the history of Wimbledon, which
first was contested in 1877, had any match — singles or
doubles, men or women — lasted more than 112 games,
a mark set in 1969. Isner and Mahut played more games
than that in just the fifth set, and still did not determine
a victor, although the American came close: He had four
match points — four chances to end things by winning
the next point — but Mahut saved each one.

“He’s serving fantastic. I'm serving fantastic. That’s
really all there is to it,” Isner said. “I'd like to see the
stats and see what the ace count looks like for both of

Well, here they are: Isner hit 98 aces, Mahut 95 —
both eclipsing the previous high in a match at any tour-
nament, 78. All the numbers were truly astounding:
They played 881 points (Mahut took 452, Isner 429), 612
in the fifth set (315 for Mahut, 297 for Isner).

Isner compiled 218 winners, Mahut 217. Isner made
only 44 unforced errors, Mahut 37.

There were zero service breaks in the fifth set, which
is why the end never arrived Wednesday.

director Brian Faison said.

“We're looking forward to

providing the Summit League with the necessary infor-

mation.”

Douple said the evaluation is “a multistep process”
and it is not clear when the school would begin compe-
tition if it is accepted. South Dakota, which was accept-
ed into the league in April 2009, will begin play in the
Summit in the 2011-12 school year.

“We have a whole list of profile questions we want to
review ... how they're set up academically, what kind of
support systems there are, fiscally how they're struc-
tured and how they plan to attack the future,” Douple

said.

The Summit League, formed in 1982 and formerly
known as the Mid-Continent Conference, includes
Centenary, IPFW, [UPUI, UMKC, NDSU, SDSU, Oakland,
Oral Roberts, Southern Utah and Western Illinois.
Centenary will be dropping out after the 2010-11 sea-
son, leaving South Dakota as the 10th member.

If UND is accepted, its hockey teams would continue
to compete in the Western Collegiate Hockey
Association, and the football team in the Great West.
The Summit League does not sponsor football, though
Douple said the league is exploring the possibility.

Andrews Mum On Whether CWS Is Ger Last ESPN Gig

OMAHA, Neb. (AP) — Erin
Andrews will talk about sports,
about her experience on “Dancing
With the Stars” and about her advo-
cacy for crime victims.

As for her status with ESPN
once the College World Series
ends?

“I'm in a situation where I'm not
talking to people about that,”
Andrews said Wednesday.

Andrews’ contract expires July
1, meaning the CWS could be her
last assignment for the cable sports
giant.

Her Los Angeles-based agent,
Babette Perry, also declined to
comment.

Andrews built her celebrity at
ESPN and expanded upon it as a
finalist on ABC’s “Dancing With the
Stars” this year. She said she hopes

to stay involved in sports but also
cross over more into other areas.

“l already have,” she said. “It
used to be the guys just wanted to
talk to me about sports. Now
women know more about me
because of 'Dancing With the Stars’
and they want to ask me about
'Max,” she said, referring to her
dance partner, Maksim
Chmerkovskiy.

Andrews said she also wants to
continue speaking out on behalf of
women who have been crime vic-
tims, particularly victims of stalk-
ing, such as herself.

A 48-year-old man in March was
sentenced to 27 months in prison
for following Andrews to at least
three cities and shooting videos of
her in the nude through hotel peep-
holes last year.

“My life has totally changed
after everything that happened last
summer,” Andrews said.

She said she is using her visibil-
ity to be a mouthpiece for the
strengthening of anti-stalking laws.

“Laws need to be stronger. Right
now they’re a big joke,” she said.
“Laws haven't kept up with the
times. Stalking has become much
more popular.”

She said she plans to become
active in the US. Justice
Department’s “Join the List” cam-
paign, a celebrity-driven campaign
marking the 15 years since
President Bill Clinton signed the
Violence Against Women Act of
1994. Andrews also is working with
the National Center for the Victims
of Crime.

Strasburg K’s Nine In First MLB Setback

Strasburg set another strikeout
record and also suffered his first
major league defeat.

The hard-throwing right-han-
der struck out nine and allowed
one run over six innings in his
fourth start, but Washington lost
1-0 to Kansas City on Wednesday.

On the last better he faced,
Strasburg (2-1) got his 41st strike-
out. That broke a record held by
Herb Score, who fanned 40 in his
first four major league starts for
Cleveland in 1955.

For the third time in four
starts, Strasburg did not walk a
batter. He lowered his ERA to 1.78
but allowed nine hits.

Brian Bannister (7-5) allowed
five hits and walked two in six
innings for the Royals, who
snapped a five-game losing streak
with the victory in the finale of
their six-game trig.

REDS 3, ATHLETICS 0: OAKLAND, Calif.
(AP) — Johnny Cueto pitched shutout ball
into the eighth inning, and Jay Bruce had a
two-run single in his second straight three-hit
game as Gincinnati swept the series.

The Reds salvaged a .500 road trip after
losing all three at Seattle over the weekend.

Cueto (7-2) responded well after losing
1-0 to Cliff Lee and the Mariners on Friday at
Safeco Field.

Cueto allowed seven hits, struck out four
and walked two in seven-plus innings.
