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Nelson Sponsors Bill To Extend Insurance

OMAHA, Neb. (AP) — Democratic U.S. Sen. Ben Nelson says he
will co-sponsor legislation in the Senate to extend the National
Flood Insurance Program through the end of this year.

The program expired on May 31. Nelson says that because
flood insurance is required by law in order to obtain a mortgage in
a 100-year flood plain, he has heard from many Nebraskans whose
home sales have been delayed by the expiration.

The reauthorization has been included a bill now stalled in
Congress. The measure Nelson is co-sponsoring is a stand-alone
bill.

Fremont City Council President Resigns

FREMONT, Neb. (AP) — The president of Fremont’s city coun-
cil, which has been embroiled in a two-year debate over illegal
immigration, has resigned.

Gary Bolton announced his resignation Thursday morning,
three days after voters approved an ordinance to ban hiring or
renting property to illegal immigrants.

Fellow Councilman Scott Getzschman says Bolton called him
Thursday morning to make Getzschman aware of his plan to step
down.

In a news release, Bolton cited “a number of community issues”
in the past year that have taken a physical and emotional toll on
him.

A message left Thursday for Bolton was not immediately
returned.

Teens Admit To Mailbox Bombs In Huron Area

HURON, S.D. (AP) — Beadle County authorities say three
teenagers have admitted to planting pipe bombs in mailboxes.

Four mailboxes in the Huron area have been destroyed in the
past month. No one has been hurt, but the explosions were power-
ful enough to be heard from several miles away.

Authorities say they tracked down the suspects through tips.
The teens might face charges.

Judge Who Integrated St. Louis Schools Dies

ST. LOUIS (AP) — A longtime federal appeals court judge whose
opinions ended school segregation in St. Louis and other cities has
died.

Gerald W. Heaney died Tuesday at a nursing home in Duluth,
Minn., the funeral home handling his services confirmed. He was
92.

Heaney spent nearly 40 years on the Eighth U.S. Circuit Court of
Appeals.

In the 1970s, an African-American seamstress in St. Louis filed
suit that led to a court-ordered desegregation plan. The St. Louis
Post-Dispatch reports that Heaney oversaw integration of the
schools with more than two dozen opinions during 18 years. He
also wrote opinions in the desegregation of schools in Kansas City,
Mo., and in Arkansas and Nebraska.

Heaney graduated from the University of Minnesota and its law
school. He won a Silver Star for heroism during World War 1I.

Suspect In Shootings Indicted In Robbery

OMAHA, Neb. (AP) — A man suspected of shooting two people in
Kansas, one fatally, has been indicted in a Nebraska bank robbery,
officials announced Thursday.

Stephen Macomber, 43, of Topeka, Kan., is charged with bank rob-
bery and use of a weapon in the June 4 robbery at a Bank of the West
branch in Bellevue. A grand jury indicted him Wednesday.

Macomber allegedly wrote a demand for money on a personal
check — with his name and account number blacked out — and hand-
ed it to a teller at the bank, an FBI agent said in court documents.
Macomber took off with an unspecified amount of money but left
behind the check, which was later traced to him, the documents said.

Macomber was arrested June 8 after a standoff in Blue Rapids,
Kan., where authorities said he is suspected of wounding a sheriff’s
deputy who tried to pull him over a day earlier, shooting the deputy
in the wrist and lower back.

Earlier that day, the body of Ryan Lofton, 26, of Topeka, Kan., was
found shot to death in the driveway of a Topeka home. Authorities
have said Macomber also is a suspect in that shooting.

Court records in Nebraska don't list an attorney for Macomber.
He could face life in prison if convicted in the bank robbery.
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Regents OK Money Transfer To State Universities

BROOKINGS, S.D. — The Board of Regents
adopted a policy change Thursday that
directs tuition and student fees back to the
state university that collected them and
rewards campuses that increase their enroll-
ment.

The money is now lumped together and
redistributed to the six state universities
under a formula that considers such things
as enrollment changes, salary policy, gradu-
ate programs and inflation. Under the new
plan that starts July 1, each university would
get back the same amount it takes in, minus
a portion dedicated to systemwide construc-
tion or improvement projects and a reserve
fund.

Regents staff said the change will elimi-
nate a lot of accounting work at the central
office in Pierre, allow the schools to better
manage their revenue and reward them for
collecting unpaid accounts.

Schools that build their enrollment and
attract out-of-state and graduate students
will benefit the most.

Under the new allocation formula, a cam-

pus would be reimbursed $889 per graduate
assistant, $2,200 per resident undergraduate,
$2,668 for a graduate student and $3,298 for
a nonresident undergraduate. Currently,
budget adjustments to a school to account
for enrollment gains or losses are based on a
standard $2,200 per student.

The board endorsed the change on a
voice vote with the lone dissent coming from
Harvey Jewett, a regent from Aberdeen, who
said it deserves more study.

“I do think it hasn’t been thought out
over the years where two of our schools that
are heavily financed by the professional
schools — law, medicine, pharmacy, etc., etc.
— will find themselves with much more
money,” Jewett said.

Jack Warner, the regents’ executive direc-
tor, said the shift reinforces the notion that
enrollment growth, attracting nonresident
students and expanding graduate school
enrollment are goals of the university system
and the state.

“I think it’s important that our practices
follow our priorities,” he said, “and this poli-
cy does that.”

Monte Kramer, the board’s finance direc-
tor, said budget allocations to the schools
for the fiscal year beginning July 1 have been

adjusted so no university loses any money
under the first year of the change.

“As the campus enrollments increase or
decline, they will have to manage to those
enrollments,” Kramer said. “There will be an
immediate response to that. They will know
exactly what a loss in students means for
them.”

A school’s share of tuition and fee rev-
enue now changes based on year-old enroll-
ment data.

The new funding model won't affect day-
to-day operations but eliminating that one-
year lag is important, David Chicoine, presi-
dent of South Dakota State University, said
after the meeting.

“To me it’s a transparency issue that’s
really valuable,” he said, “because then you
know what’s going on and you don't have to
wait a year to figure it out.”

A revised proposal brought to the board
Thursday gives the regents authority to
adjust the amount of tuition and fees
returned to each school if needed and pro-
vides for an annual review.

“We're going to want to know how did it
work, not only from Mr. Kramer but from the
campuses — how did this work and so
forth,” said board President Terry Baloun.

Neb. Governor Candidate
Removes Donation Pledges

LINCOLN, Neb. (AP) —
Nebraska’s Democratic candi-
date for governor has removed
more than 20 individuals and
organizations from his list of
campaign donation pledges as
state  officials  investigate
whether he inflated or falsified a
prior campaign report.

The removal of pledges that
Mark Lakers previously said
promised about $157,000 was
reported Wednesday in his lat-
est campaign filing with the
state. His campaign had earlier
said Lakers would remove all
his pledges, which are individu-
als or organizations that have
said they would contribute
money.

“We wanted to show we
believe in our supporters,” cam-
paign spokesman Chris Stokes
said Thursday of the decision
not to remove all the pledges.
More than $400,000 worth of
pledges remain on his campaign
statement. Stokes added the

campaign removed pledges con-
sidered “soft,” said errors had
been made listing some, and
that others who had pledged
money had been pressured by
Republicans to remove their

pledges.
The Nebraska attorney gen-
eral’s office  and  the

Accountability and Disclosure
Commission are investigating.

The  campaign report
released Wednesday also shows
that incumbent Republican Gov.
Dave Heineman has a 450-to-1
advantage in campaign money
to spend leading up to the
November election.

Lakers had less than $3,300
in cash for his campaign as of
June 15, according to the cam-
paign report released
Wednesday, and raised less
than $16,000 from late April to
mid-June.

Heineman had $1.5 million in
cash and raised about $100,500
in the reporting period.

we live within our means as a
government, that government
closest to the people is best,” he
said.
