George Kingsbury, started producing a daily
issue of a sheet called the Yankton Black
Hiller promoting Yankton as the most logical
jumping-off point for gold country. The Black
Hiller was so successful that it naturally
moved the Press & Dakotian to a daily news-
paper in April 1875. 

Operating for nearly 120 years as an     af-
ternoon paper, the P&D moved to a morning
publication in 1993 to better serve the
changing needs of its readership. It moved
into the online world in 1997 and established
a web presence that now receives more than
1 million page views a month. The Yankton
Daily Press and Dakotan now also serves
readers via Twitter, Facebook and mobile de-
vices.

It appears the paper was started in a log
building on the west side of Broadway be-
tween Second and Third streets. For a brief
period of time in 1862, the newspaper build-
ing was used to house refugees that had
come to Yankton afraid of a possible hostile
attack after the famous Mankato Minnesota
Massacre. The building that houses the
paper today was built as Turner Hall and
dedicated during a two-day event on May 12-
13, 1880. It was used for gymnastic and en-
tertainment events until 1902 when the
Dakota Theater was built and the Press &
Dakotan moved in shortly thereafter.

The paper has evolved with the times, too,

beyond the shifts from weekly to daily and af-
ternoon to morning. The very latest in that
long line of change included the unveiling of a
redesigned print product this year coinciding
with the April anniversary on which the paper
became a daily publication.

We celebrate our 150th anniversary at an
extraordinary moment. The Missouri River,
the very reason for Yankton’s existence,
which has inflicted so much pain and deliv-
ered so many blessings to this community
since 1861, is rising again. We tend to look at
Yankton’s own history and to the flood of
1881, one of the worst ever seen by the peo-
ple of Yankton and a flood that caused the de-
struction of several steamboats and a small
town, killed thousands of animals and in-
flicted massive damage to the communities of
Yankton and Vermillion. Even in this age of
manmade dams, the river is still finding a way
to flex its muscle and inflict itself upon the
lives of many in this area. And, as has been
the case since the first issue this newspaper
hit the hands of those first Yanktonians, we
are here to report on it. Our thoughts and
prayers are with those affected by the rising
floodwaters of the Missouri.

I would like to personally thank the ad-
vertisers and readers for making us a suc-
cessful enterprise these past 150 years.
Because of you, we are the largest independ-
ent, locally owned daily newspaper in the
great state of South Dakota. The Yankton
community is fortunate to have a locally
owned daily newspaper and a locally owned
radio station. As we have been here to serve
you, our community and the surrounding re-
gion for the past 150 years, we look forward
to continuing our service for another 150
years and more.

“The crowd loved it,” she said. “So many
people kept stepping up and saying we
should do this every year.”

Russell said there are no plans at this
time to make it a yearly event, although he
didn’t eliminate the possibility, either.

“It is just way too early to have that

discussion,” he said. “That is why we do the
citizen surveys — first to see if there is in-
terest in the community and to open up
that dialog, then to see if there are any po-
tential partners that are willing to step up
to help organize and fund it.”

Russell said, how appreciative he was of
city workers who made the event possible.

“Everyone in the community needs to
send a big thank you out to our Parks De-
partment workers and city employees,” he
said. “Without their hard work and efforts,
this would not have been possible. They
did a wonderful job getting everything
ready, so we could all enjoy the event.”
