Chicago was fifth in the NL Central, 11 games out
of first place, after getting swept by first-place St. Louis.

Quade didn’t fine or otherwise punish the starter.
“Comments made totally out of frustration,” Quade said. “And on that level, I can completely appreciate the frustration that

he and everybody else is going through. The comments in no way reflect how he feels about his teammates.
“The level of frustration is obviously pretty high around here.”

coached the 11 and 12-year-old
local baseball team, and has also
helped Whitmire coach the
Ponies squad. 

Having also done some coach-
ing back home in Tennessee,
Doxey pointed out that one of
the areas he enjoys most are the
relationships he develops with
his players of all ages.

“I’m one of those guys who
likes to keep up with my players,
to see how they’re doing,” he
said.

them.”

And so, to further that con-
nection with his players, Doxey
texted them all in late March to
come watch him pitch against
Mount Marty College in Yankton.
