eye-opening experience for all of us.”
Six students, ranging from sev-

enth grades to high school sopho-
mores, made up the first class.

Seventh grader Kate Katterhagen
said she took the class because of
her parents’ influence and was glad
she did.

“My parents both work with men-
tal health and I wanted to learn more
about the jobs available,” she said. “I
didn’t know there were that many
jobs. I really liked the tours and the
mental wellness class.”

Eighth grader Sarah Odom said
after taking a personality test, she
thought she might enjoy a career in
the mental health field.

“I took a test online at school and
it gave me ideas on what I might be
interested in for careers. I saw mar-
riage and family therapist so I
thought that might be interesting,”
she said. “I decided to take this class
and I actually liked it a lot. We didn’t
talk much about marriage and family
therapists, but I did learn more
things about mental health.”

The students earned their credit
based on attendance, assessment
test, writing projects and a culmina-
tion project where they each re-
searched a different topic that dealt
with mental health. 

The final projects were presented
Friday at an open house at the Tech-
nical Education Center and ranged
from diseases, careers and history of
centers for mental health. 

The students also had the oppor-
tunity to attend the Yankton Area
Mental Wellness Conference at
Mount Marty which gave them more
of an awareness of what profession-
als do and was something most high
school students don’t get to experi-
ence, Duke said.

For her final project, Katterhagen
decided to make a poster on impor-
tant training she thinks everyone
should go through.

“My poster is about nonviolent
crisis intervention training,” she
said. “It’s a worldwide program to
de-escalate crisis situations and I
think most occupations should have
that training. It’s important for peo-
ple to learn more about it.”

Duke said she thought the class
had a successful first year because it
was unlike anything else that is of-
fered to students.

“I think the feedback I’ve heard
from professionals at the confer-
ence, the students and their parents
just coming back and saying, ‘I didn’t
know about this’ or ‘I’d never heard
about that,’” she said. “We did a lot
of career exploration projects and
different things. They had to do a lot
of the things they would have to do
in a normal classroom setting, but it
was a lot more fun and a different en-
vironment.”

Although class numbers weren’t
as high as organizers wanted, Duke
said they plan on continuing the
course.

“This has been a learning year for
all of us — the first year, you never
really know how it’s going to go,” she
said. “We had hoped for a larger
group, but I’m glad we had a smaller
group because that way we see what
works and what doesn’t.

“We already have plans to meet
next week after this class ends and
start going through some of the
things we want to change, what we
want to add, what we want to take
away. We have plans to continue it
and I certainly hope that it will be
something students in future years
will take advantage of.”

Kate’s older brother Kyle is a
sophomore and agrees with Duke
that the class should be continued.

“I took this class to learn about
possible mental health careers and
to get the half credit towards my
high school graduation,” he said. “It
was a neat experience because it’s
not offered at the high school. I think
it should be offered again so other
kids can take it and learn more
about mental health.”

Odom encourages other students
to take advantage of what the course
has to offer.

“If you are interested in mental
health or think you don’t know
enough information about it, you
should take this class so you know a
lot more. It made me more aware of
things I didn’t realize before,” she
said.

With one in every four individu-
als being affected by a mental illness,
Duke said she was glad the students
realized it affects not just the individ-
ual, but also everyone around them.

“I think just bringing in the aware-
ness — whether or not they want to
go into a career that is directly re-
lated to it — at least they’ve gotten
the awareness and are more aware
of what people are going through
when they have a mental illness,”
she said. “I think that was a big part
of the class — just to get that aware-
ness out there.”
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
