LA Stadium Planner: Talks Held With 5 NFL Teams Boise State Meeting With NGAA
To Discuss Infractions By Football

LOS ANGELES (AP) — The head of the
sports and entertainment firm that wants to
build an NFL stadium in downtown Los Angeles
has been in talks with officials from five teams
about the proposed venue, a company official

said Friday.

Anschutz Entertainment Group President
and CEO Tim Leiweke has spoken with repre-
sentatives from the Minnesota Vikings, San
Diego Chargers, Oakland Raiders, St. Louis
Rams and Jacksonville Jaguars, company
spokesman Michael Roth told The Associated

Press.

Leiweke said all those teams are “in the
mix,” but conceded, “We're not packing any
(moving) vans right now,” according to the Or-
ange County Register, which was first to report

on the talks.

The most recent discussion took place a
week ago, said Leiweke, who didn’t specify

which team was involved.

Leiweke also told the Register that AEG
owner Philip Anschutz was prepared to acquire
a majority stake in an NFL team that would play
at the proposed venue and that the company
was willing to pay for a team to get out of its

current lease.

AEG’s $1 billion plan for a 72,000-seat sta-
dium on part of the city’s convention center

He stressed that Chargers owner Alex
Spanos and his family were not interested in re-
linquishing a majority stake of the team.

The family recently terminated an agree-
ment with Goldman Sachs Group Inc. to shop
around a stake in the team they considered sell-
ing to reduce the 87-year-old Spanos’ estate tax
liability upon his death, Fabiani said.

“So if AEG is seeking a majority stake in a
team, it would probably be best for AEG to
cross the Chargers off its wish list,” he said.

INDIANAPOLIS (AP) — Boise
State met with the NCAA Commit-
tee on Infractions on Friday to dis-
cuss violations by its highly
successful football program and
other sports.

The football violations under
review were committed between
2005 and 2008. The program al-
ready is dealing with several self-
imposed penalties, including fewer
scholarships for the next two
years and reduced practice time.

The sanctions are part of a
broader penalty package put in
place by university officials for vio-
lations that also involve men’s and
women'’s tennis, and track and
field. An NCAA inquiry and an in-
ternal investigation by the school
identified 22 infractions and an ab-
sence of institutional controls nec-
essary to fully comply with rules
governing collegiate athletic pro-
grams.

The meeting began at 8:30 a.m.
and ended nearly 13 hours later.
Boise State athletic director Gene
Bleymaier said he would have no
comment when approached Fri-
day.

School administrators have
said they believe the self-imposed
penalties, which include a three-
year probation period and steps to
bolster its compliance office, will
satisfy the NCAA.

“A lot of thought went into
what the appropriate sanctions

should be for us,” Bleymaier told
The Associated Press last month.
“We believe these sanctions are
what’s warranted and needed to
correct the mistakes.”

The university’s 1,500-page re-
sponse to the NCAA details a se-
ries of “secondary” violations by
football staff during a four-year pe-
riod. During that time, coaches
arranged for incoming players to
get cheap transportation, meals
and housing during voluntary sum-
mer workouts. The report states
63 prospective players received
those benefits, valued at less than
$5,000.

Bleymaier has said the univer-
sity issued a letter detailing the
rules to football coach Chris Pe-
tersen and his staff and put new
rules in place to protect itself
against future offenses.

“We're always concerned about
perception,” Bleymaier said in the
earlier interview. “That’s why we
want it to be very clear what the
issues are and how we've dealt
with them.”

The men'’s tennis program and
women’s track and field programs
have committed similar secondary
violations. The university is cut-
ting scholarships and imposing re-
cruiting restrictions for track and
field and reducing practices and
eliminating bonuses in 2011 and
2012 for the head men’s tennis
coach.
