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NEW YORK (AP) — NBA owners relaxed their insistence on non-guaranteed contracts in a new col-
lective bargaining agreement Friday, but players cautioned that isn’t enough because the league is still
seeking a hard salary cap.

Even so, the proposal by the owners during a 4 1/2-hour meeting was perhaps their most significant

movement yet as the sides try to agree to a new deal before the current one expires June 30.
“We think it’s significant. Very significant, actually,” Commissioner David Stern said.
Much more is needed, though. The sides set up another meeting for Tuesday, which Stern indicated

would be crucial for determining if enough progress can be made in time to avoid a work stoppage.

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may be partly to blame for that.
Kahn wrote a letter to ticket hold-
ers two years ago saying that
Rubio “has the chance to become
one of basketball’s brightest
stars.”

“You’ve seen the highlights,”
Kahn wrote then, “he is like an or-
chestra conductor with the bas-
ketball.”

On Friday, Kahn said that he
wouldn’t be the one to decide if
Rubio started right away. That
will be up to the coach.

“I don’t know what his defined
role will be next year,” Kahn said.
“But there’s no question in my
mind that he will play next year
and he will play significant min-
utes.”

Kahn lauded the support he
received from Timberwolves
owner Glen Taylor, Rubio’s agent
Dan Fegan and the rest of the
Timberwolves basketball staff —
which includes assistant GM
Tony Ronzone and scout Pete
Philo, who both have deep ties in
Europe — for helping to get the
deal done.

“There will be expectations
just because of who he is. He’s a
flashy kid,” Ronzone said. “But
we’re not putting expectations on
him. In fact, we want to lower
them because anytime you come

to the States it’s going to be an
adjustment.

“He’s playing a position that
has a lot of attention on him. He’s
got to handle the ball, make deci-
sions all the time. We’ll handle
that as a staff and as an organiza-
tion.”

That doesn’t mean the Wolves
don’t have high hopes for him.
The franchise has struggled
mightily to find a capable point
guard ever since Sam Cassell was
traded in 2005.

Since his debut with Joventut
when he was 14, Rubio has won
numerous titles in Europe. He also
helped Spain reach the 2008
Olympic final, a loss to the United
States.

“I think all that I have won here
gives me strength to go,” Rubio
said.

But Rubio is coming off per-
haps his most disappointing sea-
son. His scoring average dropped
to 6.5 points and he even lost his

starting spot with Barcelona.
Rubio acknowledged his short-
comings.

“Individually, I could have
done things better, but it is a team
sport and we had success,” Rubio
said, adding he was not going to
the NBA in an attempt to revive
his game.

“I am going because I feel pre-
pared,” Rubio said. “I want to play
against the best players in the
world.”

The Timberwolves believe that
Rubio is better suited to the NBA
than the European game, which is
played on smaller courts and
doesn’t give guards as much room
to operate on the perimeter.

“I like the NBA game as a spec-
tator,” Rubio said. “It is very at-
tractive and more open.”

The Wolves expect him to
flourish with the freedom that he
will have in the NBA, which differs
from the more rigid, deliberate
style that Barcelona employs.

So Much Care, So Close to Home.®
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BETHESDA, Md. (AP) — In one of
those can’t-miss moments in sports,
thousands of fans covered every
inch of space on the hill behind the
10th green at Congressional. They
spilled onto the clubhouse veranda,
pressed their faces against the win-
dows and lined up against the bal-
cony railing to watch Rory McIlroy
deliver a performance never before
seen in the U.S. Open.

“It was Tiger Woods of 11 years
ago,” Ian Poulter said.

In some respects, it was even
better.

McIlroy, the sympathetic figure
at the Masters, was as close to per-
fect as golf allows Friday during a
stunning assault on the record
book. The 22-year-old from North-
ern Ireland became the first player
in the 111-year history of the U.S.
Open to reach 13-under par, and de-
spite a double bogey into the water
on the final hole, his 5-under 66 was
enough set the 36-hole scoring
record at 131.

He had a six-shot lead over for-
mer PGA champion Y.E. Yang (69),
matching the U.S. Open record set
by Woods in 2000 at Pebble Beach
for the largest margin at the halfway
point.

McIlroy went 17 holes without
missing a green. He went 35 holes
without making a bogey.

“It’s very near the best I can
play,” he said.

Not since Woods destroyed his
competition at Pebble Beach in 2000
for a record 15-shot victory has any-
one made golf look this easy, at least
for two rounds.

As if playing under complete
control were not enough, McIlroy hit
a wedge from 114 yards some 15
feet behind the flag on No. 8, then
watched it roll down a slope and
into the cup for eagle. The only time
he came close to making bogey was
on the par-4 11th, when he blasted
out of a bunker to 8 feet and made
the putt.

He tied the U.S. Open record of
12 under — previously held by

Woods in 2000 and Gil Morgan in
1992, both at Pebble Beach — on
the par-5 16th with a 4-iron from 223
yards that settled 8 feet from the
cup.

“I told him, ’I don’t think you’ll
see a better golf shot,”’ his caddie,
J.P. Fitzgerald, said.

Then came the 17th, when McIl-
roy hit 7-iron from 175 yards that
covered the flag, barely cleared the
bunker and left him 15 feet below
the hole for yet another birdie to go
to 13 under.

That number just isn’t seen on
leaderboards at the U.S. Open.

“It’s crazy, isn’t it?” Steve
Stricker. “Pretty incredible what he’s
done so far.”

McIlroy knows better than to
start the celebration before Sunday.
He was buoyed by support coming
into the U.S. Open because of the
calamity at Augusta National from

two months ago, when he led by
four shots going into the final round
of the Masters and shot 80, the kind
of collapse that isn’t easily forgot-
ten.

“It’s been two very, very good
days of golf,” McIlroy said. “I put my-
self in a great position going into the
weekend. But I know more than
probably anyone else what can hap-
pen. So I’ve got to stay really fo-
cused and try and finish this thing
off.”

The second round was halted for
42 minutes because of thunder-
storms, and Yang held it together on
the stronger back nine to at least
stay in range. The South Korean is
no stranger to big deficits in the ma-
jors. It was only two years ago, in
the 2009 PGA Championship at
Hazeltine, that he trailed Woods by
six shots going into the weekend
and wound up winning by three.
