“Fifteen dollars
is nothing; I’m glad to do it.”

It was also a nice opportu-
nity to catch up with former
teammates and to see
younger players up close, ac-
cording to Kyle Smith, a 2007
YHS graduate.

“I was anxious to see
everyone I used to play with,”
the 25-year-old Smith said. “I
think that’s probably the
main reason for most of us;
