In the win over Sacred Heart, freshman Melissa Blackburn
picked up her first collegiate win on the mound , firing a four-hitter.
She allowed one earned run and struck out three while walking four
for the Coyotes, who've won three of their last four games.

USD trailed 1-0 through four innings before rallying in the fifth.
Senior Jasey Goedeken led off with a single, and Jessica Lussman
followed with a single. A groundout advanced both runners.
Following a strikeout, sophomore Alexa Rudeen walked to load the
bases.

(Yankton) also had hits.

Against Youngstown, USD was led by Novotny, who was 2-for-
3 with two RBI, while senior Callie Roan had a hit and an RBI.
Rudeen had the other Coyote hit.

USD scored first by manufacturing a run in the opening inning.
With one out, Roan singled, and advanced to second on a bunt by
Rudeen. Novotny drove home Roan with an RBI single to put USD
