VERMILLION — The Clay Rural
Water System will hold its 31st
annual meeting on Saturday March
27, in Vermillion at the St. Agnes
School Auditorium, located at 416
Walker Street, two blocks south of
the Sanford Vermillion Hospital.
Registration will begin at 10 a.m.
with the business meeting sched-
uled to start at 10:30 a.m. 

Members will hear reports from
the Board of Directors and staff on
2010 operating activities. Results of
the Board of Directors District
Elections will be announced. A rep-
resentative from the South Dakota
Association of Rural Water Systems

will also speak on rural water
activities in the state. A special
presentation will be given on the
history of the water system - com-
memorating its 35th Anniversary.

A change is guaranteed in the
District 19 legislative delegation,
as Rep. Bill Van Gerpen (R-
Tyndall) has decided not to run
for re-election.

District 19 covers Bon
Homme, Douglas, Hutchinson
and northwest Turner counties.

In a statement released
Tuesday to the Press & Dakotan,
Van Gerpen said he decided
against another race even
though he is not term-limited.

His eight years in the Legislature
were not consecutive, so he
could run for another term.

“For me, it’s a matter of prin-
ciple,” Van Gerpen said. “When
the citizens voted to have term
limits, I believe their message
was to serve a maximum of eight
years and then move to the
other chamber or retire.
Therefore, I am not seeking re-
election.”

Van Gerpen said he is not
seeking election to the Senate at
this time since he expects anoth-

er GOP candidate to announce
intentions to seek the position.

With Van Gerpen’s decision,
District 19 finds no Senate candi-
dates listed as of Tuesday. The
House races had two listed can-
didates, Democrats Frank
Kloucek and Kyle Schoenfish of
Scotland.

Kloucek is leaving the Senate
to make his run for the House,
while Schoenfish is a newcomer.

The filing deadline for
Republicans and Democrats is
March 30.
