the game. While Creighton clawed
to within eight at halftime, the
Bluejays never could put the al-
ways-attacking Tar Heels on the de-
fensive.

Kendall Marshall hit his first six
shots for the Tar Heels, who
scored on six straight possessions
at one point and led 39-24 with
about 5½ minutes left in the half.

"They got off to a really good
start," McDermott said. "They were
hitting shots and we didn't have
too many answers."

North Carolina's John Henson
had 13 points, 10 rebounds and
four blocks in his return from a
wrist injury. But Marshall broke a
bone in his right wrist during the
second half.

Coach Roy Williams confirmed
the injury after the game, and said
he would talk to Marshall and his
parents about his status Sunday
night. The point guard still finished
