The Lancers ended the sea-

Dakota Wesleyan falls to 30-19
and 16-8 in the GPAC and will be
the third seed heading into the
GPAC tournament.

DWU head coach Steve Gust
said his team just got outplayed
by Mount Marty.

“We just got beat by the bet-
ter team, plain and simple,” he
said. “They played hard and with
emotion and kicked our butt.”

Mount Marty did have to earn
every bit of the GPAC title
against Dakota Wesleyan.

In the first game, the Lancers
faced off against Dakota
Wesleyan’s ace Phil Johnson.

But before Johnson could find
his grove, Mount Marty tagged
him for four runs in the first two
innings to jump out to a 4-0 lead.

“We were fortunate to push
some runs across early before
Phil (Johnson) settled in,”
Bernatow said.

Dakota Wesleyan started to
get to the Lancers’ starter Josh
Damewood in the third inning.

The Tigers got the lead-off
runner on a walk and two batters
later, Casey Solem drove a ball
over the wall to cut Mount
Marty’s lead in half at 4-2.

Dakota Wesleyan pushed
another run across in the fifth
inning on Nick Loera’s RBI single.

In the sixth inning, Bernatow
decided to turn to Mount
Marty’s career save leader Jason

Schmidt for the final two innings
to close out the first game.

Schmidt ran into some trou-
ble in the sixth with runners on
first and second and one out, but
he struck out Clayton Grimstad
and got John Greicar to pop out
to second base to end the threat.

Then in the bottom half of the
inning, Josh Wenande walked
and Nathan Roche ran for him.
Roche stole second and went to
third on a ground-out before
scoring on a wild-pitch to give
the Lancers a 5-3 lead.

Schmidt proceeded to close
out the game in the seventh by
setting Dakota Wesleyan down in
order.

Schmidt said he just went out
there and did what he has done
all year.

“I have a closers’ mentality,
and | just zoned in, focused on
each pitch I threw,” he said.

Bernatow said both
Damewood and Schmidt stepped
up for the team.

“We just had to hold them off,
and Josh gave us a quality start
and Jason just has so much com-
posure out there.”

With the title on the line in
the second game, the Lancers
decided to pull out all of the
stops.

A day after pitching a com-
plete game one-hitter against
Morningside, Bernatow asked
Trey Krier if he wanted to pitch
the second game.

Krier’s response was pre-
dictable.

“I was asked before the game
if | wanted it, and I did,” Krier
said smiling. “That was the
fastest warm-up of my life.”

Bernatow said he couldn’t
take credit for the idea.

“My assistant coaches actual-
ly brought up the possibility, and
after the first game, [ asked Trey
if he wanted to go, and he said
EYes’,” he said. “When someone
like Trey says he wants the ball,
then you give it to him.”

Krier looked like a pitcher
who was on about 24 hours rest
in the first inning when he gave
up a lead-off single to Grimstad,
who made it to second on a sac-
rifice and then to third on
Solem’s bunt single.

Solem stole second, giving
the Tigers two runners in scor-
ing position with just one out,
but Krier started to lock in and
struck out Loera and got Greicar
to fly out to right field.

Krier continued to cruise, but
Mount Marty’s offense started to
sputter.

But in the fourth inning,
everything came together for the
Lancers’ offense.

Krier, who was hitless in the
Lancers last three games, hit a
solid single past the second
baseman to lead off the fourth
inning.

Krier would later score along
with Schmidt on Zach Lambrechts’
two-RBI single to center field to
put Mount Marty up 2-0.

The Lancers continued to hit
Dakota Wesleyan hard, as the
Tigers went through three pitch-
ers in the fourth inning and
Mount Marty scored eight runs
in the inning.

“I'told them before that
inning that we were too good of
a team not to break out,”
Bernatow said. “The flood gates
opened, and the good thing
about an inning like that is
everyone is involved.”

The 2-0 lead would've been
enough for Krier, who hadn’t
allowed a base runner since the
first inning and breezed through
the fifth inning after throwing
just eight pitches, giving him
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only 45 on the game.

Mount Marty closed the game
out in the bottom of the fifth
with two more runs for the 10-0
lead, clinching the title for the
Lancers.

Schmidt said winning the
championship was beyond
words ~ almost.

“Beating Dakota Wesleyan
makes it even better, because of
the bitter taste from last year,”
he said. “I just feels so good to
sweep and win the title.”

Krier only gave up two hits in
the win and struck out three.

“People asked how I felt, and
said it feels like [ just threw
seven innings,” Krier said. “It's a
great feeling to finally accom-
plish this!”

Gust had nothing but praise
for Krier after the game.

“What can you say about Trey
Krier; he’s an iron man and [ tip
my hat to him,” he said.

Gust added his team broke
down in the heat of the moment
as the Tigers committed five
errors in the loss.
