a dollar to wear blue jeans
or give some sort of dona-
tion. Our other fundraising
effort that is new this year is
a taco-in-a-bag sale, which
we held on Cinco de Mayo,
and we made footprint
sugar cookies for desserts.”

Outbreak
May Be
From Ariz.
Lettuce Farm

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Lettuce grown in Yuma,
Ariz., may be the source
of a widespread E. coli
outbreak in romaine let-
tuce that has sickened at
least 19 people and
prompted a recall in 23
states.

Federal investigators
are looking at a farm in
Yuma as a possible
source for the outbreak,
according to the distribu-
tor who sold the lettuce.

Freshway Foods of
Sidney, Ohio, said
Thursday it recalled let-
tuce sold in 23 states and
the District of Columbia
because of a possible link
to an E. coli outbreak
that has sickened at least
19 people — three with
life-threatening illness.

College students at
the University of
Michigan in Ann Arbor,
Ohio State in Columbus
and Daemen College in
Ambherst, N.Y.,, are among
those who were affected
by the outbreak, accord-
ing to health depart-
ments in those states.
The health officials said
most of the victims were
sickened in April and
have already recovered.

Vice president Devon
Beer said Freshway
Foods worked with the
Food and Drug
Administration to trace
the contaminated lettuce
to a Yuma grower, whom
he would not identify.

The recall only applies
to romaine lettuce with
“best if used by” date
before or on May 12,
when Freshway Foods
stopped buying its
romaine from Yuma, Beer
said.

Officials in Arizona
also confirmed the inves-
tigation. Laura Oxley, a
spokeswoman for
Arizona’s agriculture and
health departments, said
federal officials contacted
them and told them they
suspected the source of
the E. coli outbreak was
lettuce grown in the
state. She said there were
no additional shipments
to stop because the win-
ter lettuce season has
mostly ended for the
year.

Freshway Foods said
Thursday it was recalling
romaine lettuce sold
under the Freshway and
Imperial Sysco brands.
No contamination was
found at the company’s
processing plant, accord-
ing to the FDA. New York
state’s Public Health
Laboratory discovered
the contamination in a
bag of Freshway Foods
shredded romaine lettuce
on Wednesday after local
authorities had been
investigating an outbreak
for several weeks.

The most common
strain of E. coli found in
U.S. patients is E. coli
0157. The CDC said the
strain linked to the let-
tuce, E. coli 0145, is more
difficult to identify and
may go unreported.

E. coli infection can
cause mild diarrhea or
more severe complica-
tions, including kidney
damage. The three
patients with life-threat-
ening symptoms were
diagnosed with hemolytic
uremic syndrome, which
can cause bleeding in the
brain or kidneys.

have to change its market-
ing materials and other
things with an address,
Specht stated.

However, about half of
the 14 residences and nine
businesses along the road
approved of the new name.
The rest — except for the
aforementioned business —
appeared to be neutral on
the issue.

City Manager Doug
Russell has endorsed the
name change, which would
incur minimal costs for the
city in the form of new
street signs.

XYZ states in the letter
that this is an opportune
time to rename the road.

“Now is the time to act
before more development
takes place,” it reads. “The
nearly completed construc-
tion of the Dataware build-

ing, which will also house
SDN Communications, and
the (construction of the)
Yankton Public Schools
administration building
make this request timely.
Occupancy for the Dataware
building is set for this
month, and the school
buildings for mid-summer.”

In other business
Monday, the commission will
reorganize for the year and
choose a new mayor. Three
commissioners will take an
oath of office — Charlie
Gross, Paul Lowrie and Brad
Woerner. Specht decided not
to run for re-election earlier
this year, and Woerner will
be filling his commission
seat.

Also, the commission will
consider an airport fuel tank
lease revision and a reconfig-
uration of Second Street east
of Broadway to three lanes
with parallel parking.
