feeling good.”

Strahl also anchored a Bucks
Ist-place finish in the 4x400 relay
event, but was given a nice lead by
Kyle Bergeson, who ran the third
leg and overcame a Norfolk runner
to put Yankton in position to win
the event with a time of 3:55.2.

Yankton also won the 8th-grade
boys 800-meter relay as Wyatt
Adam, Cody Geary, Tim Cross and
Lee Rose teamed up for a time of
1:44 to hold off a strong finish by
the Bon Homme team of Zachary
Sutera, Chase Kelley, Wyatt Stepka
and Hunter Young. Gayville-Volin
also showed strength in the event
as Zach Anderson, Alec Barta,
Brandon VanOsdel and Ryan
Adams finished third for the
Raiders with a time of 1:47.7.

The Bucks showed their depth
with an 800 sprint medley relay
win as the team of Bergeson,
Cross, Rose and Pacheso turned a
time of 1:49 to win that event.

Gayville-Volin finished third
with a time of 1:53.

“The guys have been working
really hard for this day,” said Haar
of his relay teams. “They’ve been
setting goals throughout the sea-
son and they’ve been attaining
them.”

Bon Homme dominated the 8th-
grade boys pole vault as Stepka
took first with a jump of 9 feet fol-
lowed by Brendan Bares at 8-6 and
Duncan Stoebner in fourth at 6-6.

fifth.
