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The Good That God Can Do In Bad Times

Recently my youngest son and I drove
through Mapleton, lowa, on a Saturday when
the weather forecast was warning of severe
storms coming into the area. Six hours later
the community was struck by a tornado that
appears to have leveled close to half the
town.

In reports to follow, citizens there testi-
fied that they believed that God had pro-
tected the community as there were no
deaths reported and at least one church in
the path was spared.

More recently, people in the south have
not been as fortunate as in the states of Mis-
sissippi, Alabama Tennessee, Kentucky and
others reporting tremendous damage and
loss of life setting new records.

Economic forecasts are not encouraging,
as our government faces economic forecasts
that suggest there are major problems ahead
in maintaining medical services and social
security. Sometimes it seems that our at-
tempt to achieve the American Dream is cre-
ating what could become a nightmare. Yet, in
all periods of history it seems that each gen-
eration has faced its crisis and come
through, leaving some to be optimists.

Itend to be a pessimist focusing on

things around me but an optimist on consid-
ering God’s plan and purpose in our lives.

I'am speaking of the relationship that God
seeks to develop with the believer after that
person comes to Jesus Christ and receives
Him as a personal savior. The Apostle Paul in
writing to the believers in Corinth refers to
this relationship as the God of all comfort
(2nd Corinthians 1:3). Jesus teaches of this
ministry of the Holy Spirit when He is minis-
tering to His disciples shortly before He is
crucified. In the Gospel of John chapter 14
tells them, “But the comforter, which is the
Holy Spirit, whom the father will send in my
name, he shall teach you all things, and bring
all things to your remembrance, whatsoever
[ have said unto you (KJV). Couple this with
the invitation given by Jesus in Matthew
11:28-30: “Come to me all you that labor and
are heavy laden, and I will give you rest. Take
my yoke upon you, and learn of me, for [ am
meek and lowly in heart, and you shall find
rest to your souls. For my yoke is easy, and
my burden is light.”

[ also see God not only as comforter but
also as a counselor. In Isaiah 9:6, He is intro-
duced by the prophet in the following man-
ner. “For unto us a child is born, unto us a
son is given: and the government shall be
upon his shoulder and his name shall be
called Wonderful, Counselor, the mighty
God, The everlasting Father, the Prince of

Peace.” In the open-
ing of Psalm 1, we
read, “Blessed is the
man that walks not
in the counsel of the
ungodly, nor stands
in the way of sinners,
nor sits in the seat of
the scornful. But his
delight is in the law
[ - ofthe LORD, and in
= —~  his law does he med-
REFLECT'ON itate day and night.”
The source of God’s
counsel comes from
reading and meditating upon the word of
God as the Spirit of God applies its applica-
tion to the believer’s situation. Jesus is the
good shepherd described in Psalm 23. Is it
necessary to count sheep when we lay
awake at night counting sheep when we can
talk with the shepherd? To sum it up, Psalm
119 puts it this way in verse 11: “Your word
have [ hid in my heart, that I might not sin
against you.”

A comforter and a counselor, what else is
there to look for in times such as we are liv-
ing in? I believe that we need to be chal-
lenged because it is easy to become
discouraged and give up. In his book, The
Church Awakening, author and Pastor
Charles Swindol makes this statement re-

garding postmodernism and the evangelical
church. “I have never been more passionate
or hopeful for the church to wake up, begin
walking closely with God again, and engage
our culture for Jesus. It begins now with you
and me.” He sees such awakening of going
back to the early New Testament and chal-
lenging today’s believers to focus on the
record of Acts 2:4647. The ministry of the
early church simply consisted of teaching
(including preaching), fellowship, observing
communion and baptism, and prayer.

A book by David Platt titled “Radical”
challenges Christians to wake up, trade in
false values routed in the American dream,
and embrace the notion that each of us is
blessed by God for a global purpose. David
Platt is the pastor of the Church at Brook
Hills, a 4,000-member congregation in Birm-
ingham, Ala. This is one of the southern
cities hit by the violent tornados of April. He
holds two undergraduate and three ad-
vanced degrees, including a doctorate from
New Orleans Baptist Theological Seminary.
His challenge is the radical experiment.

Here are the five components to accom-
plish in one year. Consider them with me and
pray for each other.

¢ Pray for the entire world (Operation
World by Patrick Johnstone has informa-
tion).

¢ Read through the entire Bible systemat-

ically from Genesis 1:1 to Revelation 22:21.

e Sacrifice your money for a specific pur-
pose. “Not easy, but dividends will pay.”

e Spend your time in another context.
(This may involve travel to a mission field.)

¢ Commit your life to a multiplying com-
munity (a local body of Christ).

Pastor David Wilkerson, author of “The
Cross and The Switchblade,” was recently
killed in a tragic auto accident in Texas on
April 27. In 1958 he was drawn to New York
City where he began a street ministry to
young drug addicts and gang members,
which he continued into the 1960s. He also
founded “Teen Challenge,” an evangelical
Christian addiction program. His book, “The
Cross and the Switchblade,” sold more than
50 million copies in more than 30 languages.

For some closing words of comfort, coun-
cil and challenge, let me share with you his
last blog post stating the following: “To those
going through the valley and shadow of
death, hear this word: Weeping will last
through some dark, awful nights,” he wrote,
“and in that darkness you will soon hear the
father whisper, ‘l am with you. I cannot tell
you why right now, but one day it will all
make sense. You will see that it was all part
of my plan. It was no accident.” — taken
from Wikipedia.

Religions Have Different Customs When They Bury Their Dead

In Islam, the deceased are to be buried
within 24 hours.

This was highlighted in media reports
of the death of Osama bin Laden. And con-
troversy arose over bin Laden’s burial at
sea.
Each major religion has its customs
concerning burial. Although they vary
widely, the one common denominator is
respect for the body.

ISLAM

Russell Mohammed, a director of the Mid-
America Muslim Cemetery, said the 24-hour burial
is not in the Qur’an but is a cultural practice from
the faith’s desire to respect the body and to avoid
decay.

Since autopsies would injure the body, those
are to be avoided, he said.

“Also, we don’'t embalm,” Mohammed said.
“This is disrespecting the body.”

Since the cemetery is near the Islamic Center
in south Kansas City, Mo., washing of the body is
done at the center, he said. Then it is wrapped in a
white shroud.

After that are prayers, and the body is taken to
the cemetery.

“We don't normally use caskets, just bury in the
ground, where it (the body) becomes part of the
soil,” he said. “The upper part of the body, the head,
is turned toward Mecca.

“We respect the deceased just as if they were
alive. The washing and the wrapping with a shroud
is done carefully. We do not allow viewing of the
body except for the immediate family after the
washing.”

Mohammed said some Muslim countries do not

allow women to go to the cemetery because they
think they will be too emotional.

“We allow them to stand at a distance, and after
the burial site is covered, they can come closer.”

Mohammed said that in some Muslim countries
there are processions in the streets with the body in
a casket. But that is not done in the U. S., he said.

“And we do not do a eulogy,” he said. “What-
ever you are going to say about someone, you say
it while the person is alive.”

Some Islamic clerics said bin Laden’s burial at
sea violated Islamic law. White House counterter-
rorism adviser John Brennan said that the Obama
administration consulted “appropriate specialists
and experts” before making the decision and that
finding a country to accept bin Laden’s body and
making burial arrangements would have taken
longer than 24 hours.

JUDAISM

Similarly, the traditional Jewish custom is to
bury the deceased within 24 hours or if not, within
48 hours, said Rabbi Herbert Mandl of Kehilath Is-
rael Synagogue.

“We don’t embalm,” he said. “Embalming is
against Jewish law because you are not to tamper
with the body. You are supposed to return the way
you came, and embalming radically affects the
body.

“Also, cremation is forbidden,” Mandl said. “This
is a major violation of Jewish law because you are
destroying the body. If you have to keep the body
for a few days, perhaps if a relative is coming from
a distance or other extenuating circumstances, we
would refrigerate.”

Wooden caskets are to be used so they deteri-
orate in the earth, he said. The deceased is buried
in a white garment similar to a gown, and the cas-
ket is closed at the funeral, which is a simple serv-
ice with Scripture, prayers and a eulogy.

Services are usually conducted at funeral
homes, and then the people go to the cemetery.

“Traditional synagogues usually do not take the
body inside the synagogue,” Mandl said.

Among Reform Jews, many of the deceased
are buried in regular clothing, said Rabbi Mark
Levin at Congregation Beth Torah in Kansas City.
Burial generally is within two days, he said.

Following the funeral, traditional Jews would do
an evening service at the home of the deceased’s
family for seven days, while Reform Jews do it for
one, two or three days, he said.

The location of a Reform Jewish funeral de-
pends upon the custom of the city, Levin said. In
the Kansas City area, for example, the custom is
mostly to have it at a funeral home. However, many
of his members’ funerals are held at the temple.

PROTESTANTS

Requirements for Protestant Christian burials
are few, said the Rev. J. Lowell Harrup of Northland
Cathedral in Kansas City.

Although there is no required time frame, most
funerals and burial are within three to four days, he
said. Also, cremations are acceptable.

“There is great respect for the dead,” he said.
“The body is created by God and destined for res-
urrection, so we see sacredness in death itself.”

People often specify what they want to be
buried in, he said.

At the church, the tradition is for the funeral to
recount the good of the person’s life, and a Bible-
based sermon is preached.

“People need hope and encouragement that
there is more to this life than right now,” Harrup
said. “l want to bring comfort but also remind peo-
ple that this is something we will all face, and we
need to be aware that there is an eternity beyond. |
emphasize that Jesus has provided a place.”

In most African-American churches, the funeral
includes prayer, Scripture, music, condolences from
organizations the person was involved in, remarks
from family and friends and a eulogy.

The casket usually is closed during the service

and often re-opened afterward for the final viewing,
but in some churches that is being discouraged be-
cause it is stressful for the family, said the Rev.
Brenda Hayes, a pastor in St. Louis.

“The service is viewed as a celebration of the
life that was lived and a victory won through faith,”
she said. “The mood is upbeat, recalling the Scrip-
ture that those who die in Christ are absent from
the body but now present with the Lord.

“Sometimes it is called a ‘Homegoing Celebra-
tion,” going home to be with the Lord. The music is
more about rejoicing. Prayers also are offered at
the gravesite as the deceased is committed back to
God.”

What used to be called a wake now is called
family visitation, Hayes said.

“The wake used to be the night before, and
often the body would be in the family’s house, and
people would come there and everybody would be
sad.”

Now, the visitation is often right before the serv-
ice, and cremation is becoming more common, she
said.

Sometimes it is several days to a week be-
tween the death and the funeral, especially if a lot
of family members are coming from out of town.

Also, in the African-American tradition, “We
dress them up,” Hayes said. “Dressy dresses or
suits, hair done, makeup, jewelry, things that were
the person’s favorite.”

CATHOLICISM

In the Catholic tradition, the deceased is buried
as soon as arrangements can be made, said Dea-
con Ralph Wehner, director of sacred worship for
the Diocese of Kansas City-St. Joseph.

“The church prefers that the body be present
for the funeral and if the person is to be cremated,
that is done after the funeral,” he said. “We require
ashes to be buried in an urn, not scattered or sit on
someone’s mantel.

“The body is the temple of the Holy Spirit, and

that body must be respected, and it is not respect-
ful to scatter ashes or leave them somewhere.”

A vigil most commonly is held the night before
the funeral, he said. “Vigils used to be in the fu-
neral home but a trend is to have it at the church.

“The funeral Mass includes the reading of
Scripture and prayers for the soul of the deceased
and the family, prayers that express the hope and
mercy of God and prayers for the saints in heaven
to assist this soul and for all who have died.”

Wehner said most people choose what they
wish to be buried in.

If a person is buried in a Catholic cemetery, the
ground already has been blessed. If buried in a
non-Catholic cemetery, the priest would bless the
gravesite. This would happen, for example, for a
military person who is buried in a military cemetery.

Finally, even if the spouse is not Catholic, he or
she can be buried with the Catholic spouse in a
Catholic cemetery, Wehner said.

HINDUISM

In the Hindu faith, there is no burial. The bod-
ies are burned.

In India ceremonial customs vary depending
on the region, said Atul Trivedi, an area Hindu
priest.

And in India, the body is burned in a special
ceremony, he said. In the United States, crema-
tion takes place at a funeral home, and the ashes
are put in an urn and given to the family, if re-
quested.

At the ceremony before the cremation, every-
body wears white, and the priest offers prayers
that the soul finds peace, said Arvind Khetia, an
area Hindu.

If possible, the ashes are taken to India to be
spread in holy water.

“There is no burial because the soul already
has moved out,” he said. “The body is a temple
as long as the person is alive.”
