“She’s an eighth-grader, but it’s
nice having her to push me,” said a
smiling Koerner, who added, “She’s
a nice girl.”

On the boys’ side, Tripp-Del-
mont-Armour senior Tyler Payer —
a Mount Marty College recruit —
had one of the busiest days of any-
body.

He won the high jump (5-11),
finished second in the long jump,
took third in the triple jump and

(55.6) for good measure.

In all three field events, Payer
was surrounded by athletes from
Andes Central. He said in the long
jump, especially, he didn’t neces-
sarily mind finishing second to
Conner Florey.

“Conner got me by an inch, but
it’s OK,” Payer said. “It’s nice to
jump with him all year; it’s been
fun.”

In the high jump, Payer again
