During the fall of 2008-09 school year, the Yankton School
District held a Strategic Planning process with the public. The
meetings were attended by more than 400 district parents, edu-
cators, staff and concerned citizens. From those meetings, six
long-term goals and plans of improvement for the school were
identified, one of which was to establish a long-term goal of
building a new combined elementary to replace Beadle and
Webster. The goal’s initial target date was 2011. 

Last September, when it became clear that this goal was not
attainable by the target date, the district — again with public
input — chose to change the goal. The goal now reads: “Explore
a plan to have one common facility for all early childhood pro-
grams located within one elementary school to replace Beadle
and Webster Elementary Schools by 2014.”

“In the strategic plan, we do talk about the long-term goal of
building a new facility, but at this time there are no plans to
build a new elementary school,” said Superintendent Dr. Joseph
Gertsema. “This is a long-term goal with no set time frame.”

In regards to classroom utilization, Turner and Gertsema ex-
pressed confusion about the origin of the 50 percent capacity.

“We use every classroom,” Turner said. “I am not sure where
the misconception comes from that we are not utilizing all of
our classroom space. At this time, we are using 100 percent of
our classroom space. All of our classrooms are used to their full
potential. The only way we could add more would be to offer
night classes.”
