
NAPERVILLE, Ill. — Senior Mel
Johnson and freshman Lindsey
Boyd were named to the All-Great
West Conference Softball first team,
the league announced on Friday.
The Coyotes finished with four all-
conference honorees in all as jun-
iors Alexa Rudeen and Stephanie
Hall were each selected to the sec-
ond team.

Johnson (Sioux Falls) earned
her second straight first-team
honor after an outstanding senior
campaign. Johnson, named to the
team as a utility player, led the Coy-
otes in batting average (.317), RBI
(40), home runs (11) and slugging
percentage (.613). She finished fifth
in the Great West in batting aver-
age and second in home runs and
RBI. Johnson, who was named the
Great West Conference Player of
the Week three times in 2011, also

keyed the Coyotes on the mound,
going 8-13 with a team-best 3.81
ERA in 121.1 innings.

Boyd (Westminster, Colo.) re-
ceived first-team honors as a fresh-
man after a strong debut season at
third base. Boyd led the Great West
Conference with 28 steals — sec-
ond in a single-season in school
history — and finished with a .285
average to go with nine homers
(second on the team) and 29 RBI.
Her nine home runs tied for third in
the Great West while her team-best
42 runs scored were second in the
league.

Rudeen (Sioux City, Iowa)
earned second-team honors for a
second straight year after another
solid campaign at first base. She hit
.312 — second on the Coyote team
and sixth in the Great West — and
finished with two homers, nine

doubles and 23 RBI. Rudeen tied
for fourth in the Great West with 49
hits. She also had a team-best .991
fielding percentage.

Hall (Torrance, Calif.) led the
Great West with five triples, which
tied a South Dakota single-season
record. Hall, who started all 51
games in center field, hit .229 but
finished with 10 extra-base hits
overall — one homer, five triples
and four doubles — and added a
.359 slugging percentage. She was
also 8-of-9 on steal attempts and
committed just one error in the
field on her way to a .984 fielding
percentage.

The Coyotes finished 21-30 in
2011, the third straight year they
have eclipsed the 20-win plateau.
Coach Amy Klyse is at 94 career
wins, second all-time in school his-
tory.

Hunter-Reay posted the seventh-
fastest time during practice on
Friday with a fast lap of 223.930
mph, a solid performance consid-
ering he sat in the car for the
first time shortly before the en-
gines fired.

Hunter-Reay found himself at

his No. 28 car. Junqueira quali-
fied 19th before the decision was
made.

The move is not unprece-
dented, but Hunter-Reay allowed
he wasn’t exactly pleased with
the ensuring dustup, saying “this

isn’t the way I wanted to get in
the race.”

Yet he knows it’s a move that
saved the jobs of several crew
members at Andretti Autosport,
and he looked right at home in
the cockpit of his new ride even
if the number on the wing wasn’t
the one he’s used to seeing. He
credited the hybrid crew of An-
dretti and Foyt workers for help-
ing him make a seamless
transition.

“Both teams did an excellent
job preparing the car, especially
the Foyt guys,” Hunter-Reay said.
“That’s the fastest we’ve been all
month. Right now we’re pretty
happy with the car.”

Still, it wasn’t an ideal situa-
tion. Shortly after practice
Hunter-Reay huddled with An-
dretti crew members while Foyt’s
team worked on the 41 in an-
other garage 300 feet away.

“We all wish Bruno were here,
but the guys around me are pros
and we’ll get on with the job,”
Hunter-Reay said.

PIT BOSS: Ryan Briscoe did-
n’t have the fastest car during
qualifying. He’ll take some solace
in having the fastest pit crew for
Sunday’s race.

Briscoe’s team outdueled
Dario Franchitti’s team to win the
Pit Stop Challenge on Friday, one
of the highlights of Carb Day.

“These pit stops are going to
help us get to the front,” said
Briscoe, who will start 26th on
Sunday. “It’s so important every

single race, and this race more
than any other because we’ll be
having six, seven, eight, maybe
nine pit stops and it can make a
big difference.”

The team picked up a check
for $50,000 for its efforts and re-
gained a bit of confidence lost
during an unusually slow qualify-
ing effort. Not that it will matter
on Sunday when the green flag
drops.

“This is a place where you
have to put that behind us,” said

Penske Racing president Tim Cin-
dric. “Come Monday there won’t
be a lot of talk about where
everybody started; it’s going to
have a lot to do with how you ex-
ecuted on race day.”

HOT START EXPECTED: The
cool, somewhat gloomy condi-
tions at the track for Carb Day
will make way for plenty of sun
this weekend.

The temperature when the
green flag flies shortly after noon

is expected to be in the 80s, with
the thermometer likely hitting 90
during the afternoon. The condi-
tions will make the track slick
and handle very differently than
the benign conditions on Friday.

“It’s going to be strange and
hard a little bit because we
haven’t really run in that type of
weather this month,” said Helio
Castroneves. “But it’s not like it’s
the first time we’ll run in the hot
weather. We’ll do what we can.”

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Johnson, Boyd Earn Summit League Honors

EUGENE, Ore. — South Dakota
sophomore Bethany Buell has
put her name in the Coyote track
and field history books.

The pole vault standout be-
came the first South Dakota track
and field athlete to qualify for the
NCAA Championships after she
finished in a tie for 10th in the
event at the NCAA West Prelimi-
naries Friday in Eugene, Ore.

“It is definitely exciting,” Buell
said.

Buell (St. Louis, Mo.) finished
with an effort of 13-3 1/2 during
Friday’s competition. The top 12
in the event advanced to the
NCAA Championships. Buell,
who came into the event ranked
ninth, topped competitors from
major schools such as UCLA,
Texas A&M, Nebraska, Okla-
homa, Arizona State, California
and BYU.

The conditions were less than
favorable for pole vaulting with

wind and rain playing a role.
“It was tough,” Buell said.

“You have to focus on what you
have been working on. I would
like to have jumped higher; but I
am thankful to have made it to
the next round so I can go there
and experience that atmos-
phere.”

“It was just a great perform-
ance,” South Dakota women’s
track coach Lucky Huber said.
“The weather out there was
tough. Everybody had to battle
the conditions. Bethany handled
them perfectly.”

Next up for Buell is the NCAA
Championships, which will be
held at Drake University in Des
Moines, Iowa, on June 8-11.

Two other Coyotes competed
in the West Preliminaries Friday.

Senior Jasmine Mosley (Belle-
vue, Neb.) finished 37th in the
hammer throw with an effort of
174-1. That finish was ahead of

throwers from Arizona, BYU,
Marquette and Iowa. Mosley
competed in the shot put open-
ing round on Friday.

Junior Kenna Wolter (Santa
Maria, Calif.) finished 42nd in the
triple jump after an effort of 38-5.

The Coyotes qualified seven
individuals for the NCAA West
Preliminaries in their first year of
postseason eligibility in track
and field.

On Thursday, USD sophomore
Alexa Duling neared a school
record in the 400-meter hurdles
to pace the South Dakota track
and field teams at the opening
day.

Duling (Gregory) ran a time of
1:00.87 in the 400-meter hurdles
and finished 30th in the prelimi-
naries – just .45 seconds away
from a qualifying position for the
quarterfinals. Duling set the
school record of 1:00.15 and was
just .72 seconds away with her

time on Thursday. Duling fin-
ished ahead of runners from
Oklahoma, Washington, Colorado
and Fresno State in the race.

Junior Emma Erickson
(Gayville) finished 32nd in the
800-meter preliminaries with a
time of 2:09.29 – just .43 seconds
away from qualifying for the
quarterfinals. Her time was
fastest that competitors from
Wisconsin, Stanford, Kansas
State, Illinois and Nebraska.

Mosley (Bellevue, Neb.), who
qualified for the West Preliminar-
ies in two events, was 38th in the
shot put with a throw of 46-3 1/4.

Sophomore Matt Kerswill
(Schofield, Wis.) ran a time of
10.77 in the men’s 100 meters but
did not qualify for the quarterfi-
nals. Senior Tane Owens (Pierre)
competed in the men’s pole vault
but did not advance out of the
preliminary round.

USD’s Buell Headed To NCAA Meet In Pole Vault
NEW YORK (AP) — Hall of

Fame catcher Gary Carter has a
brain tumor that is likely cancer-
ous.

Doctors performed biopsies
on a tumor in Carter’s brain on
Friday morning and Duke Medi-
cine says in a release that prelim-
inary results show it “appears to
be malignant.”

“Once the pathology report is
available, which will take several
days, we will discuss treatment
options with Mr. Carter and his
family,” said Doctors Allan H.
Friedman and Henry S. Friedman,
the co-deputy directors of The
Preston Robert Tisch Brain
Tumor Center at Duke.

“In the meantime, Mr. Carter is
in excellent spirits and good
physical condition. He is resting
comfortably, surrounded by his
family. We hope that his friends

and fans will continue to pray for
Mr. Carter and his family during
this time.”

The 57-year-old Carter an-
nounced last Saturday that an
MRI had revealed four small tu-
mors on his brain. The Duke
Medicine release says the biop-
sies were performed on a single
tumor.

Carter hit .262 with 324
homers and 1,225 RBIs in 19 sea-
sons in the majors. The 11-time
All-Star played his last game with
the Montreal Expos in 1992 and
was inducted into the Hall of
Fame in 2003.

The effervescent Carter, nick-
named “Kid,” is perhaps best
known for helping the Mets win
the 1986 World Series. He had 24
homers and 105 RBIs that year,
then drove in 11 runs in the post-
season.
