There is a lot of work involved with preparing for a move. The more than
35,000 items we have in our collection need to be carefully handled and
rehoused before the big moving day in 2017. To help us get ready, this past
week several of our volunteers and guests from the WH Over Museum took
part in a workshop dedicated to the care of collection pieces. While we
learned a lot over the two days, led by NEH PAG conservator Terri Schindel,
we also had a lot of fun.
