The Student-Athlete Advisory Committee (SAAC) 
organized Sunday’s ceremony, which recognizes Coyote 
individual and team accomplishments on the playing fi eld, in 
the classroom and in the community.

Track athlete Teivaskie Lewin and women’s basketball 
guard Nicole Seekamp were pegged as the Dr. John Van Why 
(Male Athlete of the Year) and Catie Tobin (Female Athlete of 
the Year) award winners on Sunday.

Hailing from Montego Bay, Jamaica, Lewin became South 
Dakota’s fi rst male athlete to become a Division I All-Ameri-
can. He broke school, state and Summit League records in 

the 60-meter hurdles by running 7.77 seconds at the NCAA 
Indoor Championships. Lewin also racked up a handful of 
Summit League awards including the Indoor Track Athlete of 
the Year, Track Championship Most Valuable Performer and 
three Athlete of the Month honors.

Seekamp, a native of Renmark, South Australia, was re-
cently granted a fourth year of eligibility by the NCAA. She is a 
two-time, fi rst-team all-Summit League honoree and two-time 
Summit League Tournament Most Valuable Player. Seekamp 
averaged 15.6 points and 5.1 assists per game to lead the 
Coyotes to a Summit League regular season championship 
title.
