They act
like it is not a big deal that she’s leaving.

But it is. The racing series will survive without Patrick, but it was thriving with her. And someone like that —
with the talent to be competitive and the charisma to draw in fans — is hard to replace.

Just ask the Cleveland Cavaliers.
